Jumbo's Tragic Death.
Arter a career quite unparalleled in

elephantine animals. Jumbo, tbe
greatest oi his iamuy has departed
The immense animal, tbe largest In
captivity, naa just been exhibited in
bt. l bomas, Ontario, on the 10th, and
was being lea aiong tue railway track
witn loru inuniD, tne Daov eleonant.
to be loaded into their respective cars.
wnen a neavy ireignt train, running at
tne rate oi 4u mues an nour, oore down
upon mem. as soon as Jumbo saw
the train, he made a rush for Tom
Thumb, and grasping bim iu bis trunk
threw bim away across the tracks as
easily as jf be bad been a kitten.Jnmbo
then tried to save himself, but it was
too late, and he was crashed to death
between tbe cars ou tbe siding. Tbe
poor beast's devotien was unfortu
nately waatea, lor om Thumb's legwas broken, and he had to be shot tbe
following day. The engine and seve
rai cars oi tue colliding train were
thrown from the track.

Jumbo was about 25 years old. His
earliest appearance in polite societywas as a baby elephant, at the Jardin
des Piantes in Paris, but, when tbree
years old, he was given in exchange to
tbe Eondoii Zoological Garden, where,for almost lt years, he was the child-
ren's most favored pet. In 1882, Mr.
P. T. Barnum purchased bim for fio,-00- 0,

but various lawsuits increased the
cost to $30,000 before tbe animal conld
be brought from England. The news
oi tbe sale caused great consternation
among the little people of tbe metropo-
lis, and even some of the older Britons,
Kuskin included, entered a protest
against tbe transfer. Jumbo's huge
body weighed 7 X tons, and he stood
11K feet high. His skeleton will be
preserved at the Smithsonian Institu-
tion and his hide at Tufts College.
Jumbo's name was known all over the
country, and during his three years in
America he made many friends, who
will mourn with his disconsolate keeperover bis untimely -

mill, for heboid they waxed hotter
aud hotter in their zeal to iuflict pun-
ishment upon tbe Saints.

Adu tuey are likened unto the
weatber-co- t k, that is preached upon
the tall spire of tbe synogogue. that
turneth with every puff of tbe wind.

or no matter what tne circum
stances or situation of anv ca.se may
be, there will be some rule lound to
cover it, and if there be no rule al
ready in use, behold, one win be maae
for the occasion : for it is not intended
that any case shall slip - through their
fingers after it is once brought into the
meshes ot the courts.

For it is likened unto a roller, having
sharp lingers or teeth, that in Its revo-
lutions catchct i all tbatis,within reach,
and it begianeth to draw in, and the
more it revolves tne more it qraws to
tne press prepared for crushing.

And there is no let up. tor tne crusn- -
lng business must be kept up, until the
grist is properly ground. Verily, verily,
it is ground exceedingly flue; and for
this cause tbey keep turning the thumo
screws a little tighter, in order that

h-i- may cause some to cry out.
And tuey have invented a newjuselfor

au old word. Yea, a word familiar in
the ears of miners, and such as they
who delve in the iiills and search for
tbelprecious metal, and they who
locate "wildcat," for bahold, when
they wish to dispose of "feet," in one
i f their claims, do they ot first
"segregate?" .

Verily, they do, else they could not
divide nor dispose of a part, for would
it not nil remain iu one "lump?" But
when it ia segiegated, every part there-
of that is thus deposed of , Ipasteth
from their hands; aud from that time
forth they have no claim upon it; even
not so much as to "hold out" any
more. Therefore it passeth from them.
but not so with the judges, neither witli
the chief lawyer, for it passeth not
from them, neither is the amount dim
ished. foi it "holdeth out," even like
unto tbe widow's cruse of oil.

Behold this is a marvel, yea some
thine areatlv so be marveled at, for
though theu segregate the tine, yet six
months and ttie three hundred pieces
of silver are not diminished ; yea, tuey
"hold ouf'everv time.

Now cometh in the tlsrurinc after the
manner of the beautiful man, taught In
Kentucky : this is the division of time
yea, there are seconds and minutes,
hours aud days, weeks and months:
vea, also, years have passed away
since the Edmuuus law was born.

And for everv second of time may be
six months added. And so on until it
is decreed by the Chief Judge, that
i.lnii shall! be no loueer. for the
mouth.' period may continue until that
decree cometh lortn, tuereiore ine sup
ply of time in this case continues to
"hold out."

Heboid this is the law ; yea, there is
no dodging it. Has it not been enacted,
eiiL'mssf d. and entered on the journal
of 'the courts? Yea, it hath passed the
hou.se. by the vote of ,ane, OicKsou ana
Vnriaii. and hath not Powers already
concsired. 1 herefore this is only one
of the small laws that yet may be
passed by this august body; yea, this
is a foretaste of what ye might expect,
vea. a little of what mitrht be done if
ve had a legislative commission.

Hear it. oh kimr Grover! bear It
oh ve houses of the law makers! hear
it all ve who dwell in the land of
Ameiicaj A greater than IJaniel hath
come to ludsrment! Disband the Sen
ate! Disband the Congress ! Send all
vonr wise men home!

Yea. the shekels that are wont to be
naid to the law makers, keep ye in the
bie boxes in Washington, their servi
ces are no longer needed : yea, they
are eeliosed. thev are knocked in the
shade, so far that it is hardlv to be ure
Miimedttiata strueeliac sunbeam will
reach them. Yea, a "trio" hath
arisen, clothed upon with mighty
power; yea they have arrogated
to themselves this authority, that from
this time forth any emergency that
mav arise, they will be equal to ; yea
ther will make the law sufficient for
vrr reanirement.
Yea, it roust ttrepft, hreak or betid to

tbe will of these men, for the Edmunds
law was only a skeleton, but now it is
beinir clothed upon with sinews and
flesh, and it is growing Into corpu
1C'- - .... isrea, unuer tneir manipulation it.
crrnwinw eTnanrline--. snreadintr. widen
ing, lengthening, circumscribing all
things in its dimensions : for it is in
tended to swallow every thing that Is
oDDOsed to tho feelings of tbe judges

Yea. it is to be a big giant in break
ing down and tearing out everything
that atandeth before it or them, it is a
Gibraltar, and they have built upon It
and are fortifying themselves and lay
ing up provisions against a day of fam
ine.

Therefore thev are invulnerable (so
they think), and if they "don't do it up
brown." it will be because tne aevii
has grown ashamed and bas gone back
on them.

Fear not, ve segregators ! Satan will
not go back on you! neither will he
segregate vour company! Your little
band shall be kept, together, and your
t .ex snail au remain iu one tisuu, uu
vonr title thereto shall be perfected
and no one snail dispute it nor seek to
take it from vou.

Yea, if needs be, for the perpetuity
of tbis claim, and for its workings ana
the development thereof, special safe-
guards mav be guaranteed you, snch
as. that when ve enter therein, the
gates shall be closed, surely bolted
barred and locked, and tbe keys de
stroyed, so that from that time forth
no one may ever have the power to dis
turb vou.

How beautiful are the workings of
this svstem? It is likened unto an ex
Dression of a certain heathen Chinee
who, when he saw the street cable car
in San Francisco said i "No pushee, no
Dullee. goee likee neilee auee samee

Why need It be feared that tbe end of
the world cometh, when this "trio"
can make time, and lay it up in chunks
against a dar of need? Verily, verily
it seemetb that with Zanc at the head
there is nothing impossible, especially
in the ruling business! How will this
affect the sneaks and spotters and gut
ter snipes, who prowl and crawl, and
folio wall tbe alleys and back lanes
and climb over fences in tbe back
yards, and peep Into closets to see if
anyone is hid away?

Will there be much need for them
For all there is to do now, wnen ye
catcb such an one as bath had the wife
too much, is to keep your indictments
nilad no. so that when be servetn one
time and cometh out of the pen. the
marshal may straightway take him be-

fore the Judges, so that he may be
sacrificed for another1 term, and so on.

W ill their shekels be curtailed, or is
there any pooling understood, whereby
tbey may be fed and clothed and
housed, and have something left for a
little strong water, etc?

Or would it not be Judicious, for the
open venire dodge, to have these spot-
ters on the pettit Jury? They would
always convict, and the machine could
De run in bqch a manner as to maae it
of equal beaeflt? Verily, there Is

power in shekels ! Is there any point too
low, to which they cannot stoop ip or-
der to prevert the law, and heap Injuryto Injury, upon this poor, despised
people, who are honoring God, and
who seek to do his will?

Ja it not a big thing to swallow, to
"com under thn law as construed
by the courts, and by the supreme
court of the Territory f One would
think It would require a big throat to
swallow such a saying as that without
great danger of choking.

Also that tbe stemacb be case hard-
ened, else it would iot be able to per-
form its proper functions In the digest-In- ?;

and It would lay so heavy there as
to cause pain, yea equal to the suffier-ln- jr

caused by some horrid nightmare.
Opinion! verily thou art a Jewell

Were it not for this learned Judge this
segregation business would not have
been born. Verily, whs can tell tbe

and the labor that brought it?aln or who may tell of the pain that
followeth after?

Yea, mighty is he who hath brought
this thing forth) and though it cause th
him pain to be delivered, yet the sneaks
and spotters and crusaders rejoice that
the child is born; and whether its life
be fall of days and greatness, or. wheth-
er it soon pineth and wasteth away, a
record shall be kept of these things, for
a time of recompense will come.

Oh! ye Judges, though ye rejoice
with great Joy, and your hearts are
merry that ye have been enabled' to do
this thing. Is not your child a boome-
rang! Are ye not in danger of the re-
coil? Will not the blow be greater
when it returns than when ye sent it
forth? How shall ye escape, or how
may 7 protect yourselves from this
thing? Will ye not wish It never had
been born? .

Do ye know that they mocked Jesus,
when nailed to the cross, saying.

Even so do the crusaders mock, say-
ing, "Where fs the God that shall save
the "Mormons" from Judge Zane?" .
