They are refused either by
this proposal in selecting these
branches of industry for radical
changes which the free trade theories
enforce.

oenenciai aione to persons employedin woolen mills. It has St the same
time helped to increase the Wages and
the reward of the farm hands. It has
helped us to raise and sell 800,000,000
pounds of 'wool where 60.000,000 poundswere raised and to employ operatives
in working np 400,000.000 pounds
where but 80.000.000 pounds were
manufactured. Coincident with this
constant advance in wages aad en-
larged employment, there has been a
great reduction on the cost of woolen
goods to American consumers. Free
trsde in wool and a bare revenue dutv
for woolens would compel the farmers
to Taise otner crops 01 wnicn tne sup-- i
piy is sureaay greater tnan tua de-
mand, and it would close the factories
la which many millions of capital are
Invested, rob an army of operatives of
employment and force down the wages
of all others. . , f

It is true, it says, that the decline in
prices 01 agricultural proaucis nas
been very great, but the value of these
when measured by the value of cheap
enlng farm utensils and other neces-
sities of tte farmer's life is much
greater now thau in any of the years

for a careful and thorough revision of
the revenue law Is Imperative,First To reduce the national reve-
nues which are sow excessive.

Second To protect honest Importers
snd domestic producers from the
disastrous consequences resulting
from fraudulent undervaluation of
imported merchandise on which an ad
valorem rsts Of dsttes Is levied. ,

Thlrd-T- o tetbedy the defects, ano
maliea and Incongruities which , bare
been from time to time - discovered in
the tariff schedules or which nave been
created by erroneous decisions of the
Treasury Department.

. Fourth To secure a proper read-
justment and equalization of the tariff
rates, modified business conditions,
Improvements in its methods of pro-
duction snd radical changes in prices,
by new elements or sources of compe-
tition.

Fitf h To Rive relief snd protectionto many industries now suffering on
account of the inadequate rates levied
on competing products. "

. Tht public demand for a reduction of
the revenue, ; the majority says. Is
more urgent on account of the inex-
cusable retention in the national treas-
ury or on deposit In 'the national
banks of vast sums of money in excess
of the amount required to pay current
demands on the treasury and to meet
the maturing obligations of the govern
ment. Tbls sum. with the additions
which will accrue within the next four
months, and before any legislative sc.
tton reduciaar the; revenaecaa be ef-

fective, it declares to be sufficient to
pay tn full the outstanding K per cent
bonds due in 1891, of $ttt,000,000. This
accumulation icould sad should have
been profitably averted and the possi-
bility of a business disaster avoided by
the prompt return of the money col-
lected from the people to the channels
of trade through the purchase of United
States bonds thst could at all times
nave been obtained for prices which
the government would have been wil-
ling to pay and which would have been
tke equal of the investment of other-
wise unprofitable funds at a rate of in-
terest oflnot less than two pet c nt.

The majority expresses its convic-
tion of the inadequacy of the House
bill as a remedial measure for the rea-
sons: - . .

First It would probable Increase
instead of reduce the revenue.

Second-- It provides to remedy for
undervaluations, bat, on the contrary,
invites and gives Impunity to fraud by
submitting ad valorem toxJ specific
duties ; and

Third It does not remedy any in-

equalities or anomalies, or care sny
defects of the existing law. If foreign
manufacturers, the majority says,
should, through the changes made in
the cotton and woolen schedules, se-
cure a auarter of the market bow held
oy American manufacturers, and "this
n tainss a very conservative estimate,the additional duty would reach at
least sixty millions. As expansion of
imports, ? it declares, would also fol-
low a reduction of rates on china,
porcelain -- common window glass,maastactures of -- iron, steej, flax. Jute,
hempi and many minor manufactures
with greatly augmented revenues, 'It declares the House Mil perpetu-
ates the existing infirmities created byits obecuritles aad faulty 'constrao- -
tion. Doubts and smblgaltles must
multiply Indefinitely the present con-
fusion,.

The results, however, the majority
says, which would flow fronv the fail-
ures of the bill aa a corrective meas-
ure would be much less disastrous to
the material Interests of tne' Country
then these which must surely follow
the adoption of ita vicious affirmative
propositions. The feature which most
clearly Indicates its purpose Is the
proposed substitution of ad valorem
tor specific duties. This could . have
no other result than to change the rates
now protective to others which? would
not protect. The promoters of this
bill must nave been unfamiliar with
the testimony submitted to Congress
by Secretary Manning discloslag the
enormous frauds upon the revenue and
honest merchants through the use of
ad eaforet rates. The nse of ad valor
tm rates' has bees condemned by tke
experience of every conmmnlal nation
In the world,, by the Judgment of taoae
who have been entrusted with the re
sponsibllity of customs administration
and by honest Importers and - raer
chants as well as by intelligent polltl
cal economists and legislators ofevery
shade of economic belief. When
business is depressed t and foreigntrices are abnormally low, when
oreiga competition is most to be

feared and when a defensive barrier is
most needed by domestic producers,the ad valorem rates are tae lowest,
protection ta reaucea ana tae depres-sion is intensified. On the other hand
when foreign vslaes are highest, the
rates bleneat and restriction la en-
larged Into prohibition, it it is desira-
ble a sliding scale of daties should be
adopted aad the rates should increaseas the foreign prices dlmlalsh.

The proposal to apply this principleto all manufactures of wool would be
unsatisfactory and destructive. The
rate proposed la the wool schedule
would prevent the importation of low
grades of flannels, blankets and hats of
woe! and, all low and medium gradesef casslmeres and other cloths which
enter Into tke ' clothing of the greatmass of our people, but would be

6b all finer classes of dress
goods and cloths fox men's wesr. .

Tae majority says that with the ex-
ception of silks wines, ' liquors, to-
bacco snd sugar, every tariff schedule
is in vsded by alterations made with
hostile spirit which pervades the
House bill sad that nearly all of our
Industries would feel the ; blljbttng
effect of ths changes which are either
inconsiderate or purposely, destruct-
ive.

excessive duty of from (2 to H Ce fits
per pound now imposed on sugar adds
a considerable sua to the dally cost of
living 01 every lamuy in the united
States, where in most cases the cost of
sugar is greater than the cost of bread.
The high rates of duty which are levied
upon this important article of food
hare not successfully developed the
sugar producing industry of the United
States. The great natural advantages
wnicn tne producers oi cane augar in
tropical islands have ever those of the
Unfed Statea preclude domestic com-
petition upon equal terms. If it were
not for the fact thst parties Interested
in tne production ox sugar from sor

hum or beets are confident Of a rapid
iqpment 01 toes industries in the
3d Statea. the Committee would

recommend a Still greater reduction in
toe rate oz duty upon sugar as toe so
vantages of thst reduction would be
felt throughout a larger area than any
other which could be made in our tariff
schednfts.

Your committee have considered the
numerous auggestiona for the repeal

TUB MINORITY RKPOftT.

The report of the minority . makes a
document of twelve printed pages.It begins with the statement that In
the preparation of the substitute for
the House bill, ho member of the mi-
nority of the committee was Consulted
or Informed as to its provisions until
it was reported to the full committee
on the 24th of September. The miner-it- y

recites the work ol the sub-cor- n-

mittee in bearing the statements, ar-
guments and appeals of manufacturers
and others who demand that the pres-
ent high rate of tariff taxation shall be
maintained, and 1a most instances
were promoted not bv revenue neces
sltles alone, but for the purpose of In
creasing their own profits at the ex
pense of 00,000.000 tsx-psye- rs.

Continuing they say 1 It Is safe to saythat all the interests benefited by the
high protective tariff have been fully
heard and have had much influence in
shaping this substitute while the great
body of people, tb taxpayers and the
victims of this policy b&vs . sot ap
peared and have-n- ot been beard. It is
then said that the short time that the
substitute has been in the hands of the
mslorlty Has reads it difficult to ascer
tain its effect, but the essential differ-
ence between the House, bill , snd the
Senate substitute is apparent and rad
ical and the outset of the matter of
revenue 1 The one is framed in the in
terest et the public treasury, the other
in the Interests of private.pocketsi The
one is framed in the Interests of the
whole people, the other Is the interest

slgfled to reduse both the government
revenue and taxation tne taxation es -

peclaliy which bears heaviest on the
necessaries of - life, the other is in-
tended to raise public revenues bat to
maintain private revenues by increas- -

ing and retaining the taxation on all
necessaries of life.

The minority continues! The advo
cates of the substitute freely propose
to reduce the duties or abolish them
on those things which yield only gov-
ernment revenue, bat refuse to reduce
or abolish the duty on those thingswhich produce privato revenue, but
the minority think it safe to say that
Una chief redactions of tariff tasation
as provided by the substitute are con-
fined to articles of sugar and rice. with
jute and a few ether unimportant ar
ticles put upon: tne tree list, while
there is an Increase of duties . imposed
upon the multiform manufacturers of
co ton, wOtt, iron and steel articles
that the HMO people aad especially
the poor and uiuo needy classes are
compelled to use. Tne uu tttute re
lieves none ox , tne necessaries. To
bacco in all its forms, except clears.
cueroets and cigarettes, is to be ex-
empt from internal taxation, and it
gives free alcohol to the arts. Practic
ally, the substitute offers to the people
free whisky and free tobacco, leaving
all toe expensive machinery for the
collection of revenue and, the enforce
ment of the law In full force, while it
Increases the taxation upon the actual
and indispensable necessaries of life.

The minority continues: xne zoos
out of which the farmer's wire fence
Is made are not apparently changed in
rate, but by Various changes in classi
fication actual and additional burdens
sre imposed. A reduction in dutiable
vaiue irom as to cents, per pouna
weight accomplished this.

The minority criticises la a similar
manner the lumber, salt and provision
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ent tariff Is the nursing mother of
trusts. It is the walls behind which
the combinations are formed by which
the people are plundered. Trusts
keep out foreign competition snd
combinations. suppress domestic
production, snd the whole people are
at their mercy ana must pay wnat-ev- er

i demanded. Language is Inad
equate to describe the iniquity ef these
corporations against tbe rights of tbe
oeonle or their disastrous effects upon
the general welfare. As thtArfiW
wnicn render trusts nossioie are es
tablished and maintained at the spec-
ial instance of those who form them,
it would seem but simple lustlce as
welt as good policy to tear down as
much as possible of their cover and
refuse to longer aid them in wrong do-
ing. They are not "private affairs" as
has been asserted, but public evils of
the gravest character, affecting the
prleeof every article which contrib-
utes to the comfort snd support of the
people. The provisions of the substi-
tute favor them greatly and will serve
to encourage their formation In other
branches of manufacture. Many of
those belonging to trusts appeared be
fore the finance committee clamorous
for such legislatlsn as would promote
their interests. They are all opposedto tbe House bill which should com-
mend it to all who condemn their
efforts. It is bad enough to permit
those " who sre most interested tine
manufacturers) to appear before our
committees snd suggest the legislation
they wish, but surely we should not
listen to trusts and aid them to rob
with both hands.

These charges are as
false as they are misleading. It would
seem no man can propose to cut on

True, the government revenues might
be reduced by making the daties so
high as to prevent importations alto
gether; but that is the other end of
the rod which increases the taxes paid
to private persons. If the first method
of reduction leads to free trade, the
other leads to free plunder, which is
worse. It Is safe to ssy that there is
not a senator in this body, or a man in
any way prominent in the councils of
the republican party, who at one time
or another had not admitted the neces-
sity of reducing the taxes in order to
stop tbe surplus. They are therefore
free traders and desire the ruin of in
dustry and the demoralization of labor.
The minority respectfully submit that
they are not for American labor who
supplant it with the labor of unnatur-
alized foreigners whenever they can be
got cheap.

ins minority conciuuea ius report:
We are firmly convinced that besides
tbe advantage -- to tne wooie country
which would result from placing wool
upon the free list it is easily demon-
strable that each will reap bis share of
benefit. With a consumption of 00,- -
000,000 pounds of raw wool in 1887 by
a population OI ivj.uw.vw, tne average
per capita of consumption is easily
reckoned at ten pounds or fifty pounds
for an average family of five persons
and the northern farmer, constantly
exposed to the rigors of our winters,
consumes something more than the
average. It requires from three to
four yards to maae a pouna oi ctoui,so that from twelve to sixteen pounds
of woolen clothing for the family will

will be better. Tbe wool market will
encourage increased production, while
the average Wool grower will reap
from cheaper clothing mere benefits
than he ever did from the tax ' of his
product, which be must himself pay.
