Tetrarch of Oalllee, who had
eemmltted adultery in taking 11

the wife of his brother Phil-
ip, she having divorced herself

' from Philip, lor the purpose of
marrying Herod. It was a common
thing in tha time of tha CYejars for
Romans to take other men's wives,
several of them, one after another,
marriage and divorce and marriage
again, alternating in a most corruptand shameful manner. I'or the Ro-
man law,and after it the Roman Ca-thol-ie

and Protestant laws, contrary
to the Jewish and Israelitlsh laws,
only permitted one wife at a timeto om man. He that when a mar-
ried Roman took a fancy to another
wife and was determined to have
her, faa was under the necessity of
.first divorcing or ia some other
way being released from the wife
he had. There was no limit to the
number of wives he could nave bad
gaccesslvely, provided he got well
rid of one before he took the a ext.
IXeory VIII of England, who was
first a Catholic and afterwards a
Protestant, tad six wive, but hi
was at especial pains to get rid of
ene wife before he married another.
Two of thera he divorced, two he
beheaded, one died lq cblld-ne- d,
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scarcely leaving an imperial claim-
ant of the Buonaparte stock. If the
first Napoleon waa of any religion,he waa a Roman Catholic, and that
religion approves neither of divorce
nor of polygamy, nor permits it or-
dinarily. Bat It he had deeired
posterity, which most men do, es-
pecially those la royal or imperial
positions, there were sufficient ex-
amples ia Scripture to pattern afterin taking another wife without di
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
