be sauspected of any lack of liberality
to our veteran soldiers, is extremely
questionable. It may well be doubted
if the committee of Congress has a
better opportunity thian guch agency to
judge of the merits of the claln. If,
nowever, there is any lack of power ia
the Pension Bureau for full ‘investiga-
tion, it shounld be sapplied. If Lhe
system adopted 18 lnuﬁequnm to do
full justice' to the claimants, it should
be corrected, and if then there be
found a wany of sympathy and con-
sideration for the defenders of our
Government, the Barean should be re-
organized. The dispositirn to con-
cede most generous treatment to the
disabied.lﬁ:d and mneedy among our
veterans, should not be restrained, and
it must be admitted that is some cases
justice and equity cannot be attained
without the charitable tendencies of
the Government in favor of worthy ob-

jects of Its care, indul in uader
fixed rules. These conditions some-
times justify a resort to speclal legis-

lation, but I am convinced thatthe in-
terposition by special enactment In the
granting of pensions snhould be rare
aod exce&tloml. In the nature of
things if this s lightly done and upon
slight occaslon, an Invitation is offered
to the passage ol claims by Congress

which ppon their merits could not sur-
vive & test of an |examins-

Last !;‘ll io!;g tGhoqu.h: Por-
ugese Degro, charter e eighty-ton
fsuing scnooner Springbird, ol Provi-
dencatown, for a trade cruiser to Cape
De Verde lslands. Being unable to
get a retarn cargo, he shipped as pas-
sengers sevenly-five islanders, of both
sexes and all ages. They paid him,
some $25, others $20, and stiil others in
misceilaneous properiy.. No provis-
ions had been made for the passeagers,
and they were put into the hold, “P"’“
rough ballast without beds of any kind.
Four little girls from thirteen to fificen
ears old were given accommodations
n the Capipin’s little cabln, and  seri-
ous charged are made against Gomez
forhis treatment of them. Therc was
not enough feod for half the number
on board, and after the third day out
the daily rations consisted of only
meal and water and a little weak tea
and cptfee. The men crawled aboul
the vessel bent cdouble with hunger
while the women children coul
only lie and moan. WAS ex-
recbed to last twenty days, but was
engthened out ten r more, and
when the steamer reached New Bed-
ford, on May 1st, nearly everybody on
board was starved to the point of ex-
treme exhaustion. Gomez was ar-
raigned to-day charged with violating

Faial Fire at Honolulu.

SaNn Frawncisco, 8.—Advices re-
ceived by the steamer Alameda to-day
from Honolulu give an accountof a
disastrous co ration which occur-
red there April i8th. The fire started
ina cook-house of the Chinese quarter,
where a Chinamsan in starting a fire in
the stove carelessly set fire 1o the walls
of the building. The fire soon got he-
yond control of the inadequate fire de-
partment, and efforts were then di-
rected toward rt:{llng its progress by
vlowling up the bulldings. 1t was not
until eight entire squares comprisiag
sixty acres of the most thickly popu-
lated portion of the Chinese quarters
had been consumed that the fire’s ad-
vance was stayed. About 8,000 people,
mostly Chinamen,have been left home-
less. . The loss s estimated at $1,500,-
000 : insurance $280,000, Only two lives
fortunately were lost—a native woman
and an unknown person whose charred
remains were found. The King visited
the scene of the conflagration and
greatly encen the men after as-
sisting with bis owa bands.
