Elton and David McKenzie,

GOD'S LAWS ARE NATURAL.

Possession of the Holy Spirit Indiss
peosable to the Proper Des
velopment of Man,

e

The services in the Tabernacle yes-
terday afternoon were presided aver by
President Angus M. Cannon, They were
opened by the cholr singing the hymn,
“Come Thou, O Glorious Day of Prom-
Ise."

The opening prayer Was offered by
Blder Samuel W, Richards, after which
the cholr #ang the hymn, “Though
Deepening Trials Throng Your Way."

The first speaker was Elder David H.
Elton, whq returngd about six months
gince from a mission to the Southern
States. He sald that he had never
arisen to addregs the people In hig own
strength, he had always relled for
strength upon the Spirit of God, to di-
réct his utterances, He quoted the pas-
gage of seripture which reads, YFor
what man knoweth the things of man,
gave the gpirit of man which is in him?
even so the things of God knoweth no

man, but the spirit of God
The speaker pointed out  that
Paul was the best educated ana

most intelligent Apostle of his day, and
yet It was by the Spirlt of God only
through which he obtained a knowledge
of the Gospel. It wag explained how he
persecuted the Baints of God so zenl-
ously and how on hig way to Damascus
he was confronted with a vision and
converted to the Gospel. In complancy
with the behest of God he went on tuv
Damascus where he was baptized, It
wis no wonder that the great Apostle
had sald that it was only the Spirit of
God that understond the things of God,
when hig own jwdgment and wisdom
led him so far astray,

The speaker stated that it was the
right of all to reseive the Holy Ghost
it they obeyed the Gospel. It was re-
lated how the Apostles at Jerusalem
received the Holy Gihost and Peter un-
de its influence preached with such
power and demongtration that many
were pricked tn thelr hearts and asked
of Peter what they should do, and they
were told to repent and be baptized in
the name of Jesus Christ and they
should recelve the Gift of the Holy
Ghoet.  They should recelve the same
spirit alluded to by the Savior In the
14th chapter of 8t. John, when He sald
Hi: would send another comforter who
would partake of the things of the
Father and reveal them unto the disci-
ples. That spirit hag not lost its power,
it remaing today the medium through
which the will of God 18 made known,

Men are entitled to thelr oplinions,
sald the speaker, but men believe or
disbelleve in the gifts of the Holy Ghost
to their saivation or condemnation, The
savior told men to become perfect even
as their Father in heaven ig perfect, In
order to carry that injunction out It is
necessary for man to be in possession of
the Holy Spirit, that spirit of truth
that leads and guldes into all truth, In
order to {llustrate the MsufMiciency of
the Bible the gpeaker compared the re-
quest of the Savior to men, telling them
to become as perfect ag their Father in
heaven, to the request of an earthly
father to his son to become as perfect
as he is. He might lay down a number
og rules by which the son should be
gulded, and then some of the rules
might become lost and yet the father
had refused to give his 8on any more
light, Many bookg, the speaker con-
tended, that were written by the an-
cient prophets had not found their way
into the Bible

The speaker tarned hlg attention to
the great commandment to love one an-
other and spoke at length upon the
principle of love. He quoted (he Sa-
vior in the expression, “Ye are not of
the world, but I have called you out
of the world, therefor the world hateth
vou." The world’'s parliament of re-
Hglons at Chicago in 1808 was taken up
and it was explained that all the re-
ligions of the world were represented
there except “Mormonism,” The Jow-
{sh rabbi, the Hindoo priegt and the
Buddhist were there, but by excluding
the “Mormon’ representative they de-
clared that the “Mormons" were not of
the world, ’

God's work has never been popular
here on the earth. It hag always been
the few that have embraced it. "The
truths of the Gospel are withheld from
the wise and the =wndent and are re-
vealed unto babes, Infants in the cradle
of the Gospel who are nourished on the
inspiration of the Holy Spiril, while
the wise and the prudent are wrangling
over the personality of God and other
things that they do not understand
Elder Elton concluded by expressing
the convietion that all the prophecles
of God pertaining to the redemption
of His people would be fulfilled,

The choir sang the anthem, “Let the
Mountaing 8hout for Joy,"” after which
Elder David McKenzie made a few in-
teresting remarks, He spoke along the
limes similar to  those of the former
speaker, viz, the necesgity of obtain-
ing the gift of the Holy Ghost, One
thing that {8 not always remembered
by men Is that God operates acoording
to natural law.
