The lire! of a shoo seldom wears
as ay ucHly acioss tlie bottom.
Generally It wears olT on die outer
side first, causing tlie shoe to run
liowothatsltie. Tbl la sometimes the
fault of the shoe, bat more often It
results from the shape of the leg and
the1 mauiur of walking. When tliu
outline of the sole does net conform
to the outline of the foot there will
be mare or Ie3 strain brought do
bear uroii tho former in walking.
The foot will cou'laully be trying
to Its proper position, and in
the end will force tlie sole to j kid,
thus inclining loth it and the upper
toward one side or the other.
