George Palmer, Bamuel
Ligan and William Logan jumped
aboard and the dredge immediate-
ly thereafter careened and disap-
peared, r The tuz O. TAater. went
down about nine o'clock p.m. Her
Captain, Henry H. Ecklef, was
saved. Her engineer la supposed
to be lo3t. On board the dredge
Gordon were Kichard Arnold, Pat
rick Eagan, Billy Logan, 8. Logan,
George Palmer and his wire. Ihe
water in the en vine room was waist
deep, and at 4,40 a.m. the Gordon
sunk and all on board were drown
ed excepting fireman Smith and
two Drotnera named neamtr no
were. picked up by the tu; Sey- -
mour.
