The skeleton begins In the form of
cartilage Cartilages may be divided
Into two classes temporary and pr-
moneol The permanent cartilage re-

mains carlllagmoui during ties while
the temporary cartilage sooner or Later-
becomes oUllled or booy Theo Ier-
mannt cartilages consist of well
marked varlellesthe hyaline cartilage
tho white fibrous cartilage anti the
yellow elaitlo cartilage Tho hyi
line cartilage closely resembles
and rorblp IIs just the terms as
the temporary cartilage It consists of
tells separated front each other by
secretion from the cell known as the
matrix of the cartilage The white
fibrous cartilage and the yellow fibrous
cartilage as are Indicated by their
namesare fibrous In character con
slating of threads running nearly or
quite parallel to each other and Liar
lug In the fact that the white cartilage
Inelastic while the yellow cartilage
la highly elastic These loot two varl
lies of cartilage are found around tbe
joints solving ligaments binding
one ton to another Not alone do
these cartilages bind the bono toesch
other but by refining pads between
Ibe bouts they Increase the pliability
ol tho limb Thus the knee Joint Is a
perfect sample of a hinge joint and so
far its the tones fire concerned the
only mutton permitted Is a backward
suit and forward motion but owing to
the cartilaginous pad between tbe
bones a somewhat lateral motion U
permitted

lion known as the diaphragm II IIs
owing to the peculiar structure ol the
thorax that respiration Is possible
Within the cavity of too thorax are
found the heart and lungs Ibo ribs
when trio thorax to at Us imalleit
point downwards but by moo of
muscular action they may be brought
nearly at right augloa with tbo spinal
column thus enlarging the cavity of
the thorax from tile rear to the front
At the same time that the ribs are thus
brought forward the diaphragm fIs
forced down thus enlarging the thorax
Ilongitudinally As the walls of the
thorax are rigid atmospheric pressure
IIs unable Ito cause soy compression still
Oil the vacuum formed Ly the Irllod
thorax eo air jnsus Into Ilia lungs
throuah the mouth and nostrils
The act of air passing Into the lunge IIs
known aa Inspiration while tbe pro
cess by which the ribs fall to their for-

mer position and the diaphragm times
thus diminishing the size 01t1O thorax
la known as the process of expiration
The two combined result lu what In
known as respiration

Pervading every part of the body IIs a
web of matter known as connective
tissue Connective tissue Is not con-

fined to the fleshy part of the body but
entends through the laines as well Ho
thoroughly Iis the body permeated ty
connective tissue that If all the other
parts might be dissolve away the
connective tissue would not only
retain the outline of tile body Itself but
of every organ In It The connective
Wants consists very largely ol White
and yellow carlllagluous fibers pleutl
fully mixed with nerves and blood Yes
