I used to consider that, by con-
stant reading of newspapers, I was
etty well ted concernin the
ifie ; but I find that e
this portion of the country has beeu
neﬂected by our San Francisco
dailies, or else I have been in the
habit of skipping Utah news. I ar.
rived here on last Sunday, and every
day, and almost every hour, has
been to me a revelation.” I find my-
self in a' garden blossoming in
the midst of an; alkali desert;
wide elegant streets, lined on both
®idé wi handsome shade trees;
large blocks all covered with beauti-
ful and comfértable homes; streams
of re mountain water runnin
gides of the streets throug
the Jength and breadth of the c!l\
I find here a happy and con-
tented people, all, or nearly sall, liv-
in their own omea,‘,healthv beauti-
ful children, rosy cheeked girls and
buxom matrons, and men whose
<countenances show that they have
at last found a place where they can
earn a comfortable living for them-
selves and families without working
themselves to death at low wages,
ss, owing Yo the presen-e of the
Chinese, they do in S8an Francisco.

AN TNOREDIBLE STRUGG LE.

But this condition of things was
not brought about without an almost
fucredible struggle against nature
and the elements. When one looks
around and sees what hastbeen done
by the old pioneers, he cannot but
marvel. The early iﬂswr) of Utah
is full of romantic interest. The peo-
ple who first opened and settled this
coantry—whi in 1847 was a por-
tion of Upper California—were ex-
clustvely Mormons. They had been
compelled to Jeave their homes in
the States; and, under the leader-
shiip of Brigham Young, emigrated
to the Wesat. Thirty-three years
ago, on the 23d of July, two of the

great body of Mormons, who had
been driven from Nauvoo. ][t was
then a(i‘;li:x there decided upon this
spot to build the City of the Baints,
and the result can now be seen b}
any visitor. For years their only
means o! communication with the
outside world was by ox teams go-
ing to and from the Missouri River,
but still this people lived on and
worked and fo the goil to yield
them food, and grew and flourished.

I do not think that there is an-
other sect on the face of
the earth who can show that
they have been able in thirty-three
years to place 140,000 or more le
i homes of their own, with sur-
rounding. which will guarantee an
ample support in the future. The
old patriarchal system seems to
govern among them, and the rerults
are most happy. The late Presi-
dent Brigham Young was a man of
inflexible will.. Te him nothing
seemed Im le, and the products
of his brain are now to be seen in
the systems of internal Mormon
