ature?” gleaned the following:

Representative Cavanal, & promivent
Boiso attornoy, said @ .

“Soma good laws have been enacted
and Lhe work of the Jegisiuture gens
erally is all right; but respocting the
party pledges scarcely anything has
beon done, The Democrats helped us
get a few of our measures up to th'?
senate, but that is all it amounted to.

REP, H., J. ROSSL

Representative Herman J. Rogsi of
Shoshone county sald:

“The senate has beeu ‘safe and sane,'
which cannot be snid of the so~called
magjority in the house. Many good

laws have been enacted, the credit for |

whilch belongs solely to the Republican

genate and the ‘stalwarts' In the
house."

BUT ONE PASSED,
Another represenyative -of promi-

nenge, who requested that his name
ba not mentioned, made Lhis very lu-
teresting statement:

“The ninth session of the Idaho leg-
islgture has accomplishecd very little
for the benefit of the party In powery
but & great deal of judiclous legislation
has beesn enacted.

recommended,

A serlous split fn  the Republican
ranke, early (n the sesslon, which re-
sulted in 18—a minority—joining hands
with the Democrats, practically dis-
rupted all party organizalio and pres
vented the majority of 21 from enacting
some measures which should have had
the united support of tha 39 Mepublic-
ang {n the house,

“In conclusion I want to say that
{he most ahle and fafr manner in which
Speaker Hunt bas copducted the de-
ljberutione of the house has been tho
admiration of all members,”

SENATOR HART,

Senntor Hart of Fremont county sald
1hat “among the most mportant meds~
ured passed at this session are the high
liguor license bill, the elght-bour bill,
the public health bill, and the change
of venue bijl. The high Hguor Heensa
LIl places the tax at $760, with the ops
tion of & raise by the county commis-
slonars, also not resiricting Incogorit-
ed towns and villages to increass the
lcanse to any amount they may deenm
axpedient. This, v mwy Judgment, will
take the lquor quegion out of politics.
I want to add that the leglslature has
beon generous in making g2 ppropria-
tlopns g (he different publle instiiutions
of the state.”

SENATOR MceOUTCHEQN,

Senator O. ¥, McCuteheon of Bing-
Lam vounty, had this to say:

“In reply to the logulry of what the
legislalure has sccomplished, will say
that much more than the usual amount
of generad leglslation has been thoe
vesult here, than s vsual with the Ida-
ho Jegislature., It Is true that many
of the acts were amendatory of exiat-
ing statutes, nevertheless they rvelate
to waliters of great Interest to the peo~
ple tand make the laws on ithe sube
Jeotg touched morve modern and work-
Abledn practise, The recording laws of
the ¢ state were grently behind the
times and have been fixed up. Bome
very Important amendments have been
madeo to the proetise pots.
