For "several months
past there has been considerable scid
ui private concerning' the sv,indlinz
operations of It.

Over 300 of these notes were given
by the companies to a law firm in this
city for collection, and suits instituted
on several before Justice Willard C.

Several of the parties claimed to havj
paid part or all of the amounts held
against thm, and produced,, receipts
signed by Warnock in support of their
