, Washikqton, Aug. 9. Erarta in his

speech today, devoted a good deal of
his argument to the question of bays

The resolution was agreed to and
Evarts resumed bis argument against
the fisheries treaty.. When Evarte
ceased speaking a discussion arose ot
President Grant's mesaae to the Sen-
ate on the proposed treaty cn the same
subject. Morgan declared President
Grant had on that occasion given
Cvuusei in favor of the truer aad wise
policy and now spoke front his grave
better than any Senator had done-i- a

tD discuss'on.
Morgan said the object of destroying

the treaty at once vas nothing mure
nor less tban politkl and was con-
nected with the presidential election.
Under such circumstances It behooved
the senators to look carefully around
toem. One of the senators from Mas-
sachusetts had pronounced him (Mor-
gan) silly because he had alluded to
the . fact that war might grow oat of
the question, .lie might be silly, but
he had seen enough of war to be afraid
of it; perhaps the senator from Mas-
sachusetts had not . jiHoar disclaimed having spoken of
the senator from Missouri as silly.
What he said Was if be bad not so
much respect for that senator he would
pronounce the suggestion that

WAJSvTTH ENGLAND

might grow out of insisting on the
rights of American fishermen, as sup-
remely silly.

: Morgan said the democratic party
had in it tne backbone of a new Jack-
son; that it was not going to make a
foolish quarrel, but if the quarrel came
it would stand by the country, right or
wrong. When this negotiation 'would
fail them, the 4 democratic party
(through the President) meant that the
retaliation act which then and not
before then would become mandatory,
would be obeyed; and when It was ex-

pected that that law was to be obeyed
there came a howl from the fishery as
soclatlon because the President would
not pledge himself in advance to limit
the retaliations to the fishery basiness

' Blair, whose Union negotiation res-
olution bad been alluded to by Mor-
gan, declared sarcastically that 11

there was to be no war with Englandor Canada, until the discussion an the
treaty ended, war would be postponed
until the destruction of the world by
fire or until a deluge came again. He
defended his resolution and declared
that without Buch a union as it pro-
posed it was Impossible for the .two
natlor s to go along in peace. Ue did
not know of any republican who
talked about war in connection with
the rejection of the treaty. The re-
sources of diplomacy were all opes
and had not been exhausted. A recal-
citrant, obstinate and pig-head- ed

executive w,as not going to Incur the
responfeibilisy of .inflicunK on the
American people needless iDjnry, mer-
cantile distress and destruction of
business unnecessarily and simply be
cause he nad the power. If Congress
confided to him discretion In the direc
tion of ietaliation.so far as was neces-sat- y

to regulate and vindicate an inju-
ry that might be done to American
rights, simply in the matter of fish-
er res, when it was intimated to the
Senate that tne President was goingfurther and would destroy the indus-
trial fabric of the United States simply
because he snd bis party were In pow-
er, it appeared to him (Blair) that the
whole party mlg'u as well be banished
from the countiy as beisg too ignorant,too foolish, or too unpatriotic to exist
properly under the protection of Am-
erican laws. The Senate would un-
doubtedly reject the treaty, and oughtto be permiaed to rt Jsct U without so
muchtaiA. The senator Irom Alabama
would prevent war by his everlasting
speeches1. As to his own resolution, it
meant a ba-i- s for action might be
found under which the northern boun-
dary of the United States would be co-
terminous with tee North Pale.
i COSNIVING BRITISH INTEUXSTS.
1 Hale criticised Morgan's position
and that ; of the democratic party on
the treaty as toeing in the interest ol
free trade. The treaty was a proposi-
tion to remove the duties on fish
caurht by British fishermen to be
brt tight into American ports In com-petiw- vn

Morgan denied he had made any

had he intimated that in the coosideryatlon of the tariff bill ' soon to be en-
tered on, be or any Senator on his side
proposed to make such a molten.
Proceeding to pay bis compliments to
Blair, Morgan said : "Tne Senator
from New Hampshire did not know
What he was talking abost, and his
party was not responsible for what he
said. Mr. Cleveland was not 'pig-bead- ed

and was not a fool. lie had
been wise enough to beat the republi-can Darts' every time he came' in con
