President (igant, in his late mes-
sage, says that an examination of
thie organie acts of the Territories
of the United Btates shows that it
Las been the invariable policy that
the geneml administration of jus-
tice should be as prescribed by Con-
gressional enactment. Our exami-
nation certainly leads us to exactly
the opposite coneclusion. To us it
appears, that, from the earlidst
times, the poliey has been to leave
all matters of internal legislation
té the Legislative Assembly, as
<oomn as there was one, in a Terri-
tory of the United States. The
nnll.\‘ deviation to be found from
this rule was when the agita-
tion . about slavery prompted
attémpts - at exceptional  pro-
visions for or against it It was
at the very time that Utah “u.s
erected into a Territory that adverse
pretensions on the subject of slave-
ry in the Territories received a qui-
etus. in the measiires of 1850, advo-
cated by Clay, Webster, Doug,lam
(ass and other eminent statesmen.
They framed and advocated the
several acts, among them the act
organizing Utah, by which without
proseribing slavery or Ilrotccting
slavery, the matter was left to the

.people of the Territory, like all oth-

er loeal subjeets, and with the best
results. * Slavery never was intro-
dueed into either New Mexico or
Utah, both organized on the same
principle of leaving all domestic in-
stitufions to the local law. Gener-
al Cass' in the debate on the subject,
gave its true history. He said:

l}unng the pvndcnr'{ of the Territorial
government they should be allowed to man-
age their own cobcerns in their own way.

1oes not slavery cpme within this category?
Is it not a domestic concern? Is not that
the doctrine of the Bouth—of common scnse
indeed? No Terrsitorial government was
cver established which had not power to
regulate the domestic relations of husband
and wife, of paréent and chilki, of guardian
‘and ward; nud if the inhabitants are com-
petent to manage these great interests, gnd
indeed the interesis belonging to all the de-

artments of ¥, ineluding the issues of
ife and death, areé they not competent to
m ge the re of master servant,
involving the condition of slavery?"”

This gains weight from the - fact
mentioned by General Cass in this
speech, that he had lived as a Wes-
tern settler, for a large portion of
his life, uncier a Territorial form of
gmemmant. He vindicated the
time-honored form of it, and with
Douglass and Webster and Cass and
other: Northe statesimen secured
the ]iumge those measures of
which the Utah and New Mex.ico
bills were a Krt while
them Senator Davis, of Missloinpt.
entered his final protest on the 1 th
of Heintmub-er, 1850, aseribing them,
invidlously, to Senator Douglas.

Utah was then inhabited by the
Mormons, who had settled thetre
while it. belonged to Mexico. Not-
withstanding their vicious social
system, it is not to be denied that
they havye {; ‘an  important
part in populating the desert, and
opening communication with the
Pacific coast. It is late now, to at-
tompt & al erusade against
them, on the seore of morals, when
in the organi¢ laet by which they
were bmught into political relations
with the United States, they were
assured of that t.{:n'it.orial privil
of sclf-government ‘in local uﬂ”eFe
which is well ex in the
words of General Cass which we
have quoted. Under the act of 1850,
Brigham Young might have taken
as many wiyes as Solomon, with-
out the breach of any law, and the
subsequent sfatute against poly-
gamy “by Congress has no
warrrant in the practice or the
