St. Geobqe, August 18, 1880.

Editor Deteret JVtws :

I was reading in tbe Deseret News
the remarks of "47er.M 1 old nottnink
it was rlKtit for him to dismiss bis
audieuce without giving the women a
chance to speak; and as I came to Salt
Lake the first year following the
Pioneers, and driving my team, I
thought 1 would add a few words. Mymind weut back to my leaving Nauvoo,
being driven out by a mob. My hus-
band, during the winter cf '43 '46,
built us a wagon. The timber was
boiled in brine to season it. The
wheels were tied with rawhide and
niccory witnes. i was very proud of our
wagon; we did not qwu a team. The
mob WAS oomlng into Nauvoo, and
Women and children were being taken
oyer the river and set down on the
bank without shelter. My family had
a little shorts; no groceries ol any
kind, not even salt.

Brethren would come with theirteams and help us on a few miles, tillwe reached Bonaparte, la Iowa, where
we procured flour by selling our cloth-
ing. When we stopped we were in a
wagon and tolerably comfortable, while
there were hundreds of sick withoutfood or shelter on the bank of the
river.

1 thought, when reading the spejtehof tbe woman visitor to Salt Lake, of-
fering the ''Mormon" women a
home-- la . New York, to get awsyfrom polygamy: 'A home indeed!"It made my. blood boil; I thought:"before you preach to us change your
practice."
