tariff question.

cannot now be obsenred. It is not a
contest between schedules, but be-
tween wide apart principles. The
foreign competitors in our markets
have with quick instinct seen how the
one issue of this contest may bring
advantage, and onr own - peopleare not so dull as to miss or
neglect the grave interests that
are - Involved for them. The
assault upon our protective system is
open and deilant. Protection is as- -
Silled as unconstitutional in la and
wrong in principle, and those who hold
such views sincerely cannot stopsbartof an absolute elimination from our
