The Sheets Case Will Go Before the
iU. S. Supreme Court.

Last evening at about 5 o'clock,
another step was taken in the case of
M. M. Sleets', who refused to testify
inthe suit against the Church. After
waiting till Mr. Sheet was taken to
prison, Messrs. Sheeks & Rawlins, his
attorneys, prepared an application tor
a writ ol habeas corpus, which Mr.
Sheeks presented to the Territorial
Supreme Court. It reads as follows: .
To the Honorable Supreme Court of ihe

Territory: -
The petition of; Moroni M. Sheets re-

spectfully shows
That he is unlawfully imprisoned,

detained, confined and restrained of
his liberty by Frank n. Dyer, at the
Utah Penitentlarv, at the County of
Salt Lake, in the Territory of Utah.

That the said imprisonment, deten-
tion, confinement and restraint
