It ia i fact, not straoce, but
DeveitheJess lamentable, that those it
of cur Centennial visitors - who
come here with the intention of
"doing the show" iia few days, fire
invariably bestow Lheir attention
upon the large and glaring objects
of interest, while the true gems of
industry and art, which are rarely
large enough to speaKfor or adver
tise themselves,. , are left in tho
lurch by tho sightseers. Nowhere
is thi3 more apiiarent ,tlan in the
art collection in Memorial Hall and
annex. Paintings like tire "Battle
of Gettysburg," "Rizpah protect

a of her sons," "The
German Crown Trince," and many
others are constantly surrounded
by admiring multitudes, while the
smaller art treasures, which really,
Viewed from au artistic standpoint,
are Jar superior ro inose aoove
same J. are usually passed over
with a mere glance. Iso collection
at the Centennial is richer in such
eems than the Xrench. It is true
that invariably
more throDgtd with visitors than
any oilier, Dut it is uiso rrue mar,
while nearly all or tue paintings m
this group are good ones, some of
tho Lest ones, beine-th- e smallest,
are those that attract the kast at
tention.

It would be ainiiirtc, not to sav
impossible, to : enumerate all the
hue reach, paintings at the Cen
tennial. Almost a diflioult is it for
an unprejudiced critic to mention
some of them, without omitting
others that might be quite as wor
thy of praise. It may be said, how-ove- r,

by way of compromise, thai,
taken as u whole, tho French Art
Kxhibit at our Centennial is wor-

thy of the nation that scut it, and
compares favorably with that of
any other country, Au.tria and
Italy not excepted.

F. A. ILirtholdi, the eminent
sculptor, has on exhibition two
paintings representing "Old and
New California," which, illustrat-
ing the country and the ways of
living twenty years ago and to-da-y,

are of interest to Americana gener-
ally. One might be fairly termed
"tho Gold ritate," aud tho other
"the Golden." Maignon, of Paris,
has sent a lovely painting called
"Helen at the Fountain," which,
unfortunately, has been placed in a
very position. "The
Sentinel," by the same artist, is a
scene on the coast of Algiers, tech-
nically true to nature, and well ex-
ecuted besides.

"The Warrants" (Haddon Hall
Castle) is the title of a painting by
G. Castiglione, which has attracted
some attention by connoisseurs; it
hangs in ithe same room with,
and near by, the large portrait of
Mademoiselle Croisette, by Carolus
Derran, of Paris. This is conceded
to be one of the finest portrait
paintings in the Exhibition, and
well deserves tho favorable men-
tion which has been made of it.
The actress is represented on horse-
back, and the fine drawing of the
horse has as many admirers ai the
portrait itself.

Besides "Old and New Cali-
fornia," France has sent several
paintings which are of special in
terest to American?. I irst among
hese is a portrait of George Washi
ngton (on horseback), by II.
'rinceteau, of Paris. This is a

very large painting, ana its execu-
tion reflects credit upon the artist.
The portrait - likeness of "the
father of his country", is more
han usually successful; his posi- -

loti, wiine easy anu graceiui, is at
the same time dignified and ex-

pressive, and the surroundings
which allegerically represent the
troubled times of '70 are striking
and in perfect keeping with the
subject. The least successful ob- -
ect In the painting is tne liorae,
but, taken as a whole, the picture
is far more worthy ot consideration
than many of the miserable daubs
which now adorn the walls of our
public buildings.

"JJroauway in winter," by
won, is a work oi art witn wnicii
nearly everybody is familiar
through lithographs uid woodcuts.
me original is nere, anu is aitract- -
ne universal attention. "Decatur
caving the harbor of Tripoli, Feb.,

1801, after having set lire to the
frigate 1'hiladdj: hia," is another
painting illustrative of American
history, sent by Cassinelll, of Nice.
This aud "Tho Surrender of York-town- ,"

by A. Dumaresque, are both
fine paintings, and have many ad-
mirers. Some of the loveliest and
most attractive paintings in the
French collection, however, are in
an entirely uiiierent fctyje; lor in
stance, "Liouely," by Saiutain,
which represents a young lady
seated on a rustic bench, playing a
game of solitaire. Her face and at
titude are simply exquisite, and
her black dress would scarcely be
necessary to indicate that sho is
left "alone." "Tne Liaundress,"
'Child and Apple," and "Leda

and the Swan" are all by the same
artist, and all are superior works of
art.
