News Notes Gathered from Varl-
ous Sources.

Tacson, (A. T ), Sepl. 23 —Governor
Zulick to-day granted a further re-
spite of 80 days to Jobn A. Johnson,
senteaced to be hanged August 12sh
for complicity in the C levenzer mur-
der, and respited tiH Sept. 23d.

She bad been sick for some time and
was in hopes to reach her friends be-
fore dying, but death’'s umerring ar-
row entered the coach and claimed
her life, which was yielded up and =ne
failed to reach her friends alive,—Lan-
der( Wyo ) Clinper,

San‘a Fe, N. M., Scpt, 23 —An cx-
carsion traln of two cars arrived here
this morniog having on board €5 ex-
carsionists, who Tregistered at the
Palace Hotel from Duabuque, Towa,
nound for California. Among thse
number was & pretty young lady pamed
Miss Bedlord, who by chance made
the u.cq-m'imance of a gentleman at La
Juata, Col , whose name on the hotel
rezister reads “*A. T. Wellington, Chi-
cago,” also bound for the Pacific
Coust. After the sfght-geers hud
breaklasted Mr. Wellivgton hired a
handsome riz and drove to the Puoll-
man car to take Miss Bedlord ont for
a firive a8 per agreement made upon
h:sarrival. [le was informmedithat she
was af, the Palace Hotel, but upon his
return she could npot be found,
according to his own sStatement.
Several genllemen, very 1much
excited, s=urrounded bis bugzy
late this afternoon and demanded that
he make known the whereabeuls of the
lady, who had been placed in their
charee and for whose safe return to
her bappy home in [owa they were re-
~ponsible. He simply reiterated his
foriner statement and told Lthe anxions
irquirers that even if he had taken
Miss Bedford for a drive it was noune
of their business. Langusge more
forcible than eiczant was used by all,
and after much'wrapngling the geatle
men from lowa departed, swearing
they woulk make it hot for the hand-
some marn from Chicazo if he did not
produce the lady before train time.

A special from San Carlos, Arizona,
Sept. 23, says that W. B. Horton, 8
post trader there, was shot and killed
by the Apache scout, Curporal Jobn
Horton was standing in front of the
store. The Indian stole up and shol
him through the side. The Indian at-
tempted to escape, but in two heurs
afterward was taken and shot. He
lived two hours. H-:rton . was from
Holmes C uuut\. Miss , and had been
prinbipal of the Tucson public schools
for several vears. He was territorial
superintendent of public schools two
vears, and was well sod populariy
known throughout Arizona. Another
ncconnt says that Horton was standing
in front of bis store waoen the ln-
dian came from behind and passed
around and in front of him at a dis-
tance of about five feet und shot at
him, the bullet enterine his left side
below the ribs and comling out through
the spine, He hived about three-
fourths of an hour and was conscious
most of thetime, altlending to busi-
ness, Hesaid: *‘Good-by, fellows;
[ can’t pull through. Tell all the boys
good by.” When first shot he said:
“What did he. shoot me for? I have
never done an Indian an injustice in
my life.?* No causccean be given for
tze assult, There had pever been &
werd of difference nor was there a
word uttered by ecither. The Indian
was immedialely purvened by scouts
u.ul others, apd, makiog Fesistance,
