tinguished Itself above all other
Congresses, both for arUxan n

and extravagance On con-
tested election cases alone It has
sint$79.0S0, against ?39, ttO spent
by the Fiftieth Congress for the
same purpose, and S17.G01 by the
Forty-nint- Congress. There have
been twenty-tw- contested cases
before this Congress, which have
cot between three an J four thous-
and dollars each, and more than
that In the value of the time con-
sumed. It is the practice to limit
the amount paid to a contestant for

expenses Incurred" to $2000, and
It Is observed that of the forty-fou-r
that have been parties to contests
for seats in the prevent Congress
thirty-ev- en have sworn that they
have each paid out the maximum
sum, and if they have complied
with the law they have each
filed vouchers for the amounts
expendeisby them. The majority
of the conteatees have been un-

seated, and they have ail drawn
regular pay at the rate of per
year. This matter of contestlnc
seats has become a great evil, and
It is time that some measures were
taken for its abatement. Contests
are Instituted largely from mercen-
ary motives, and decided mainly on
partisan considcratlans. The sys-
tem carried to such an extreme Li
demoralizing, and it hat become, a
means of thwarting the will of the
leopta as expressed at the polk. In
many Instances scats are contested
Just for the take of securing the

$2000 allowed for "expenses In-

curred." Tho negro Smalls of
South Carolina, encouraged by tho
republicans In Congress, was a
contestant during four Congresses,
and was allowed 39,000 for

But the worst evil con-

nected with this system is the fact
that the majority of contested cases
are decided with little regard lo Jus-
tice. It has been found on careful
Investigation that of all
contested casts are decided in favor
of tho dominant party. Thus ihe
contesting cf seals amountato the
instituting of mock trials In the na-

tional cajltal. Judgments are ren-

dered by the- caucus of the majority
without much regard to the evi-

dence, and the proceedings in the
halls of legislation aro Uttjc better
than empty formalities.
