Three years ago the chemist
produced an artificial indigo from the
residuum of gas tar, and, in connec-
tion with the aniline dyes 'and alizarine
of the same base, it is rapidly taking
the place of vegetable indigo. Later,
the naphthalene yellows and reds, with
wnlch entirely new eftetcs in color
were made possible, were derived from
coal tar residuum. Chemists arc still
experimenting with the tar prodacts.
and other important developments will
r.o don jt oe mane." .v. 1 . .sun.

Geograpuy in Pleasure Parks.
At a coiiferctice in Madrid. Professor

Guadalajara, has described
alproject for makins familiar, in an in-

teresting wa, the dry details of geog-
raphy. His plan relates to the forma-
tion in cities and towns of "Geograph-
ical Parks," each to be a public garden
reproiiucmg on a certain scale, accord-in- s

to Us extent, the geographical fea-
tures of the country. The park would
be a kind of map in relief, the principaltowns beiu; represented by places sur
rounded oy trees, tne main highways
by winding paths, and the rivers by
streams of water. The clumps of trees
within tbe network of roads would
form varied pastures, in which the
natural products of each locality would
nn a place among tne nowers ; aun in
the center, where the towns should be,
W'Uld be placed small structures in
which would be photographic views of
the principal monuments aud, espec-
ially, the most important astronomi-
cal, geographical, historical, and artis-
tic information concerning the town
represented.

The life and d colli of Hebecca Nourse
form a sad charier in the history of
.Saleui. rraditiod says that she was a
beautiful vroman, past middle age aud
respected by all who knew her, from
the time she first entered the town un
til, in accordance with the popular
superstition ol witchcraft, she fell a
victim to her neighoors' displeasure,
and calmly went to her death on (fal-
lows Kill. With the promptness wbicii
characterized her people's acts on re-

ligious subjects, four iadietrueut
were sworn out against her, and tne
wife of Frauds Nourge, one of the
most respectable citi. ms of the de-
luded town, was brought into court.

In her old age, experiencing: a full
share of the delicate inhrmaties which
the instincts of humanity require to be
treated with tender consideration, she
was ruthlessly snatched from the inklM-o- f

a loving family and made to feel the
horrors of a criminal's life and death
to please the imaginative aud religi-
ously crazed people.

Of her early life little can be sakl.
She was bom in Yarmouth, Knuiaiul.
in 1621, but came to this country atd
settled in married state, having two
sons. For many years she was one t
the leading sisters in the First church,
and was actively engaged iu all re-

ligious work. How the fatal hand of
suspicion settled-o- n her has never
been ascertained, but it is known th.it
her examination came off in the First
parish church. The age, character,
aad appearance of the prisoner made
tiie occasion one of unusual interest.
Tne building was crowded. Hawthorne,
the magistrate, began the proceedings
by addressing one of her accusers.

"Has this woman ever hurt you?"
"yes," was the reply.

S"YVhat do you say to that?" (to the
prisoner.)

In a clear but low voice the woman
replied: "I can say before my Eternal
Father I am innocent, and God will
clear my innocency,"Then followed the investigation.With the customary unrelenting char-
acter of the accusers a deaf ear was
turned to the eloauent anneals of the
wile and mother, who seemed to speak
Dy divine inspiration lor life and lib-
erty. So clear was her defense that no
possible case could be made out
against her: but. despite it all, she
was kept within the arm of the law and
without regard to Justice, sent to jail.
Mrs. Nourse, as has been said, was a
verv devout woman, and probably the
hardest blow of all vas the action ol
the First Church, of which she was a
member. The records, still preserved,
read as follows : jaa"After Bacraraent the elders pro-
pounded to the church, and it was by
unanimous vote consented to, that our
aister bourse, being a convicted witch,
and condemned to die, be excommu
nicated, which was accordingly don
in the. afternoon, she being present."

.Then came the day of execution, July
lUtn, 1WZ. At an early hour the littu
village was bristling with activity."The devil's angel on earth" was to Le
punished with the death she deserved.
and so the puritan maiueus attired
themselves in holiday dress to uou.ir
the event. The precession to the eai-Jo-

was a long one, scores of people
trom the neigh ooring. towns ana vil
lages taking part. The victim inani
cled and guarded by the sheriff and his
deputy, headed the line, while close
behind followed troops of men and
women who laughed, deeming it iaie
sport tq see me agouizuu iaces oi tac
terror-stricke- n family as they watched
the mother and wile grow pale, aud
tremble as she beiran the asceut ol the
rocky cliff whose top was cruwin--i

witn iafi.ixisr.i.uiiient ox aeatii - n is
Impossible in words to dtnlct t
aceue of the execution in the hori iole
colors Iu which tradition has paintedits. With firm steps aud eyes upturned
to heaven tne gray-haire- d woman took
her (place on the drop. Silently the
hangman tied the rope ueiore the eager-waiti- ng

assembly; then a momentary
bash passed over tne crowd the execu
tloner's duty was done. A moment latt r
ajl that was left to tell the storv was
the body of the aged woman swiugiu
gently in the summer wind.

Herdom has woman met with a harder
fate. Her body was thrown with the
previous victims into a hole in tne
crevice of the rocks and hastily covered
with eaTtn. 1 hen the masses ol spec-
tators turned homeward, leavine tlit
bereaved family at the homestead un- -
carea lor ana ignored Dy their one
firm friends.

THK WONDERS OF COAL TAR.

GORGEOUS DYKS jxt MOST VSEVVTL

PRODUCTS OBTAINED FROM A

TROtfBLESOMK RKFUBE.

"Chemistry is capable of wonderful
things," said an expert in chemical
science, "but in nothing to which its
principles were ever applied have such
marvelous results followed as are wit- -

Fnessed In Its manipulation of common
gas or coal tar. Thirty years ago the
problem of how they were to rid them-
selves of this foul and then utterly use-
less refuse of th retorts was puzzling
manufacturers of gas, and the aid of
chemistry w sought In working out
the eolation. They bad no thought be-

yond the utter annihilation of the of-
fensive tar. In their experiments with
the refuse the chemists discovered the
so-call- ed burning naptha, which, how-

ever, could be applied with safety to no
practical purpose. After the naptha
was extracted the tar was left in the
form of a neavy oil, which was still
more of a nuisance than tne original
compound, as it was more difficult to
store and handle. The chemist Belliel
discovered a channel of utility for this
oil in applying it as a pickle for the
preservation of railroad ties, bridge
timbers, and similarly exposed woods.
This used up large quantities of the
refuse, but only partially relieved the
tar nuisance.

"The only hope that gas men now
bad was that some discovery might be
made in chemical experimenting which
would give a commercial value to the
refuse. Faraday next awoke interest
in coal tar by his discovery of benzine
as a product of the tar oil. It was in
experimenting with the volatile sub-
stance of- these oils that the great
chemist Mansfield lost his life by an
explosion' in his laboratory, and
it was probably this casualty that
directed greater attaution to the pos-
sibilities of the despised gas tar.

"It was riot until lfc7. however, that
the great yalqe of ooal tar as a raw
material was demonstrated. In that
year Perkins discovered its analine
properties, a discovery wnicn has al-
most revolutionised the trade in dye
stuffs.- - Perkins took ooal tar naphtha
and boiling it in a retort, obtained a
chemical actios which resulted la Ben-

zole and nytro-benzol- e. Adding water
to this, the nitro-benzo- le was deposiU d
In tke form of a thick, oily mass. This
he experimented with in various ways,
and finally by tbe addition of acetic
acid and iron filings, he produced a
colorless fluid which is aLlline. This
liquid he treated with different chemi-
cal salts, aad the result was green
crystals of a metal ic luster. These he
found were capable df producing, un-
der different chemical reactions, the
most brilliant and gorgeous dyes the
aniline hues of the paint and dye trades
of to-da- y.

f "This discovery made the long-detest- ed

coal tar a desirable product of
the gas retorts, but it held still greater
surprises. From the light oil of-th- e

tar a valuable naphtha Isolvent for
was obtained, anti-the- n the

invaluable discovery of carbolic acid
". tna(le . , liowjaany people in ordi

nary life know that this tcreat disin
fectant is one ol the products of com-
mon ga'txf After these properties
were extracted trom the tar thure were
left beaYy oils and residuum, for which
Chemistry was puzcled to find a practi-- .
eal use. , It was not until 1869 that any
Satisfactory result waa obtained by ex
ferimentiBg with this refuse, aud thenof alizarine was
bade. iXhis product was first obtained
by the, German cbernlsts Grajbe and
jJlbermann, but Proi, rerklns, who had
dmloped the antlint colors from tar,
was the first to give a practical appli-
cation to the German work. The im-
portance bl this discovery may be un-
derstood When it is known' that In the
