FOREIGN.
Rioting in India.

Delhi. 9. The situation which has
grown out of religious rioting between
the Hindoos and Mohammedans is ex-

tremely critical Reinforcements have
been sent here from Meerat to help
preserve order. The Mohammedans
last evening attacked a small Hindoo
tent. The Hindoos defended it, and a
desperate tight ensued, in which tbe
Mohammedans triumphed. The vic
tors besmeared the temple with blood,
smashed the idols and destroyed the
building. Twenty Hindoos were so
badly wounded they had to be removed
to the noppitais, wncre tney ne ma
critical condition. The troops are sus-

taining order to-da- y; serious riots
prevail throughout the districts of Jey-po- or

and Kattygar. The Bengal Gov-
ernment declined to interfere with the
native religious customs by initiatingreforms looking forward towards abol-
ishing infant marriages and enforced
widowhood. Tne government insists
that the question of reform in these
matters must ior tne present oe leit
with tbe Hindoos themselves.

US DAY'S DISPATCHER

Parliament Plana.
London, 10. The Daily News says :

It Is the intention of the government,
after promising the IIomeTiule bill, to
take up the procedure measure as the
first business of the session. The gov-
ernment have so arranged, he Intimat-
ed to Lord Hartington and Mr. Cham-
berlain, but nothing definite bas been
arranged, although tbe government
hope to carry the Home Rule measure.
The majority will prefer to secure the
right of cloture first. It is likely that
the Parneiiltes will object to tho gov-
ernment's programme and insist tbat
Irlshaflalrs will be the first business.

A Bl- - Anarchist Plot.
Vienna, 10. The Vienna police have

furnished the press with an account of
a recently discovered Anarchist plot to
burn Vienna. Although many details are
obviously snppressed,the plot is shown
to have surpassed in extent and dia-
bolical ingenuity the dynamite plot
hitherto concocted. Seventeen con-

spirators have been arrested. An ex-
amination of the prlsonerScShows that
the riot was batched In and directed
from America and London, and was to
be carried out by the Viennese Anar-
chists who recently returned from
America. The plot was cleverly or-
ganized. The conspirators were di-
vided into severs groups, one of which
was detailed to set fire to tho town,
another to take charge of the dynamite
operations, and another to forge the
necessary official documents and to
Coin money for expenses. Par-
ties were detailed to set fire
to Penzing, Untermeidllng, Hetezen-dorf- f,

tMeidling land iFavoriten. Tbe
police got wind of the plot and watch-
ed it until it was almost mature. An
Anarchist of Prague gave the first In-

formation concerning the conspiracy
to the authorities. The plotters were
mostly Kzecs and Germans. Tbey held
secret meetings in a tavern at Penzing,
where tbe operators were instructed
in the use andimauufacture of bombs.
The seizures Include numerous dag-
gers and bombs, dynamite fire bottles
for firing buildings, printing and forg-
ing implements, and a variety
of disguises, . all ot the most
Ingenious character. Another plan
to " 'obtain money was by
means of a forged document, to
frighten, old ladies at whose houses
we plotters wouiuima&s a aomicir.aryvisit nnder the pretense ot Searching
for counterfeit moneys, when tbey
would seize all the good money upon
which they could lay tbelr bands. The
rectntitre In a ptivate bouse was tbe
result of an experiment with tire bot-
tles.
