Uonetitational provisions ad-
opted in the Iaterest of liberty and
for the purpose of sacuring through
natfonsl legislation, if need be; the
rights Inhering in the state of free-
dom, and belonging to Amerlean
citisens, have been so conatrued as
to defeat the enda the people desired
to accomplish, which they attemp-
ted to accomplish, and which they
sopposed they had acecomplished by
changes In their fundamental law,
Fhe eourt has departed from the fa-
miliar rule requiring in the Inter-
pretatisn of the eonstitutional pro-
vislons, that the full extent ba giv-
en to the intent with which they
were adopted. The power conferred
by the Thitleenth Amendment does
not reat upon Implication or differ-
ence, and power 1o enforce itby ap-
propriate leglslation was expm}l_y
