We ou g o t to take
more pains than we do In the train-
ing and education of our youth. .All
that we can, posaiDiy no by way of
placing them hi a position to become
the equals, at least, or tneir race,we
ought to take pleasure in doing; for
W elevating them we bring honor to
oar own name, and glory to God the
father. ,;xo do, this requires labor
and means,' aod it also requires perseverance ana determination on tne
pait of all concerned, A short time
