Jay Gould on Salt Lake and
California.

Oue of the Chronicic’s slatll
cently held a very interesting con-
versation with Jay Gould in the
city of New York. Mr, Gould is
not only one of the most active and
ambilious of the money-kings of
Wall street, but he has such busi-
ness connections with aflairs ap-

rtaining to our coast as to make

im an interested observer of what-
ever concerns us. ltis understood
that he is the controlling owner
and manager of the Union Pacific
Railroad from Omaha to Ogden,and
of the road from Ogden to Salt Lake
City, and that he seriously con-
templates the organization of a
company to build a road from Salt
Lake westward over a more south-
ern route to the Pacifiec. This
would give him the control of a
transcontinental line, as he could
make favorable arrangements with
some one of the compeling roads
terminating at Omaha. I[n addi-
tion to this he is not unmindful of
the necessity of keeping himeelf in
a position to have a volce in the
Panama road and steam line, as
well as China mail steamers. 'That
Jay Gould cherishes the ambition
of controlling the commerce of
the Pacific by securing the man-
agement of the Panama, Australia,
and Chinese steam lines, tugether
with a transcontinental railroad,
was firmly impressed upon us. Mr.
Gould had never visited S8an Fran-
cisco, but it is his intention to do =0
at no very distant date. After many
most searching questions as to the
resources, prospects and progress of
our city ani coast, a thousand in-
telligent Juterrogatlories in refer-
ence to our mines, forests, man-
ufactures, our wines, wool and
agricultural productions, our soil]
and climate, our remmerce and
population, he made the remark
that he expected to see San Fran-
cisco “'the greatest and richest city
upon the American continent.’”” In
answer to the remark. “You do
not mean to be understood, Mr.
Goulld, as advancing the opinien
that within your life San Francisco
may expect to excel the city of
New York in business and lrupula-
tiou?” Mr. Gould sald: *[ mean
to say that within your life and
mine, if we live as long as we hope
to do, Ban Francisco will be tfm
largest, most p rous, and
wealthiest city upon the American
contiuent;”” and this (without un-
dertaking to give his exact words)
was the argument he made. New
York has seen its most pros
eriod. It is no longer the sole dis-
ributing port; the law that allows
goods Lo pass in bond to the west-
ern cities, and in reality makin
them ports of entry, has destroy
in a great measure the commercial
supremecy of this city. Chicago,
Cincinnati, Bt. Louis and other
western [cities, can import their
goods directly from Kurope as
cheaply, and even more expediti
ously, than New York. Merchan-
dise arriving by the same steamer
for New York and Chicago will be
exposed for sale by the Chicago
merchant in advance of our Broad-
way dealers, owing to a corrupt,
expensive and dilatery system
which has grown up around our
custom house and municipal gov-
ernment.
