The idea of the good of
numamty was simply oat of tbe
question, and would have been
laughed at, the great aim being to
keep up with, or get ahead of. one's
contemporaries in science, even at
the price ofan incalculable amount
of tortare needlessly and iniquitous
jyinmctedoatho poor animals, uut--
ins: three camwusrns I have Wit--
nesseti many harsh Bights, but I
think the saddest sight I ever wlt- -

M nessea was when the dogs were
brought up from the cellar to the
laboratory fer sacrifice. Instead or
appearing pleased with the change
from darkness; to light, they seemed
seized with horror as soon as they
smelt the air of the place, divining
apparently their approaching fate.
They wou Id make friendly advances
to each of the three or four persons
present, and as far as eyes, ears.

' and tail could make a mute appeal
for mercy eloquent, they tried it in
