would enable them to avoid All praise
to the cottonwoodl It deserves on
apostrophe or an encomium from our
beet western poet or writer It was a
friend In needl and Indeed lo the early
adventurer and pioneer In this arid land
of the West shaded and
sheltered and p ldlelt comforts and
needs that without It could not have
Ineon found Ilut In thlt good work IIt
has fulfilled Its most Important purpose
