Without walt-
ipg to vieit the sherif’s kouse the mob
secured a sledge hammer apd some
axes and went Lo where White was’
confined.

protested his innocence and begged
piteousls to be sparcd. IHis captors,
however, pald no attention to his cries
and guuing a rope aroucd his neck Ieci
and dragged bim to a telegraph ]'lele
about 400 yards east of town., The
rope was adjusted and he was asked 1if
he had anything to say. He then ad-
mitted his gullt. After he haa becn
given a few moments to pray flve men
caught one end of the rope which wa3s
thrown over one of the braces on the
pole and he was hauled up.
