THEIR SECRET CODE EXPLAINED
BV I.l HARTMAN, E.TJI.E.

FROM RUSSIA.

The corrcsfiondent of an Eastern
paper writes thus: I had an Inter-
view the other day with Leo Hart-ma-

the famous nihilist, who es-
caped fromtheclutchesof the czar's
.mtiab tome years ago, and who i
now living quietly in New York,
where he is experimenting with
electricity. It will be remembered
Ui at it wnjforlils connection n ith
the attempt to blow up the late czar
tiJlufcCuw Uikt M- xiailnutu wt
'wanted" by the Russian police,
but it is not generally known thai
it the time a reward of 00,000

or $250,000, was offered for hi
capture.

This will be sufficient authority
for the statements I am about to
make and which I received from
him concerning the methods of se-

cret correspondence ued by the
nihilists. When I saw Air.

Hartman be was in his workshop
and In a state of high glee o. er the
receipt cf tome cipher letters from
Russia and Siberia.

i askeu tuui now he managed to
get them, but this not tell;
however he volunteered to explain
how the secret correspondence was
carried on. When lint it became
necessary for the nihilists to send
secret letters invisible writing fluid
w as the method adopted. This fluid
was changed according to the exi-

gencies of the case.
If the letter was destined to be

destroyed the moment it was read,
milk, sugar dissolved in water, or.
when in prison, even saliva was
used. These leave no trace on the
paper, but ou holding It over the
llameofan oil lamp until It Is near-
ly scorched the writing of the slow-

est liquid the saliva becomes
jet black. But the officials or the

'third section of his imperial majes-
ty's own chancelicrie," who deal
exclusively with political offenses,
soon discovered tills plan, and an-

other had to be adopted. This time
of potassium was used

and tho w riting only became visible
by brushing it over with a solution
of Kventhlstne
officers of the czar discovered. And
now the scientists among the Nihil-
ists were puzzled, for it was clear
that by no chemical process could
they tor long keep secret the s

which tell into the handsof the
officials.

Accordingly they put their heads
together and invented the most
perfect system of secret corre-
spondence that has ever been con-

ceived. Hut before explaining this
system I shall tell how the Nihilists
celebrated their departure from the
old methods. They steeped several
sheets of paper in gun cotton, and,
wriUncslmple Utters on them with
black ink, left spaces between the
lines as formerly, for it was between
the spaces of such liarmlera letter
that their invisible ink was alwayt
used. The&e they forwarded in
such a manner that they must fall
into the hands of the officials.

The officers of theczar did not hold
the letters over a lamp to bring
out the writings; they wished to

them; so ins'ead they used a
hot smoothing iron. And then
came the crash. The moment the
hot Iron w as applied to the gu n n

soaked paper there was a terrific
report and the unfortunate tfficcr
was horribly mangled by the cxdIo-sio-

Hut, although thl accident
might deter the police fcr a time
from examining their letters, the
Nihilists would not trust them, and
they devised this plan:

i;ach two desiring to correspond
select a "parole" or word, generally
of three letters, and thU word, and
this only, Is the key to the cipher,
which can be read only by those
corresponding. Of course, one man
may have a hundred correspondents,
but with each one he has a different
"parole."

The way in which It Is worked is
this. Ijeaving out Uie letter J, the
alphabet is arranged as follows:

ABCDE-- 5
F G II I K 10
Ii M X O P 13
Q It S T U 20
V W X Y 5525

Let us say that the "parole"
agreed upon & the word "arc," and
that one Xihilist desired to say to
the otiier "Murder the tzar." Then
he would find his cipher in the fol-

lowing manner: lie places the
words, with the letters a r c as I
shall describe, viz.:

murder the tzar
a rcarc arc area

Then he finds that m is the twelfth
letter and a the first, and adding
both together lie gets IS, and the
thirteenth letter being n, lie goes to
tbe next. V Is the twentieth letter
and rthe seventeenth, but there not
being 37 letters in his alphabet, he
deducts 23 the total number and
12 being the result, he finds that m
Is the synonym for u. The next let-
ter is r. This is the seventeenth, and
the letter in the key (c) being third,
he loots for the twentieth letter and
finds it is u, and so on until tho
sentence "Murder the tzar" would
read In cipher, Xmuewu uxh urds.

When the recipient of the letter
deciphers it he places arc under-
neath the above enigma in tbe same
manner as did the sender, but
subtracts the values of tho arc from
the cipher, instead of adding them
toil.

And when, as would be (he case
in the example, the letter m of the

I matter to be translated is numeri-
cally less than the opposite letter,
r, of the key, thea you add 25 to
the message letter, making 12 and
23 ST, and deducting 17, which
represents r, It leaves 20, the
equivalent letter being u; and so on
this wonderful cipher works.

If we substitute any other three
letters as a key instead of arc, the
result will must bo different
Take for Instance, cat, and tbe
reading in cipher of "Murder the
tzar" would be Tvlgfl xiy xauw.

By this means it can bo readily
understood how they now hoodwink
the officials of "his Imperial majes-
ty's own chanccllerie."

No third Nihilist knows the key
to the cipher of any other two. It
is the policy of their working not to
allow a third to know it And, nsit
Is a thing unheard of that a Xihilist
has ever given a ay a secret of his
order, It seems pretty certain that by
the code they have adopted their
gecrot correspondence will go on
despite any and every eflbrt of the
czar to prevent it

Tfhen Ton'rt About to Xojt.

Stipulate for such repairs as yon
desire before making your bargain,
and, if possible, see they are well
under way before signing your
lease.

A rolnlcr for Drug Bpiers.

All tho large drug firms print and
distribute catalogues and price list
of their drugs. Most of these cat-
alogues contain almost all the stand-
ard prescriptions. The formulas
for the most frequent diseases are
printed in these pamphlets, with tbe
quantities of the doses and the prices
at which the pills, powders or
liquids are sold to tho trade. Every
doctor has several of these price lists
and every drug store has a pile of
thtm. A man w ho has any of the
ordinary ailments will find his
prescription repeated In one of these
price lists. The difference Is that
die price list usually gives the or-
dinary names for the drugs used,
while the prescription is written out
in a way which only a doctor or a
drug clerk or a man who has picked
up the knack of it can understand.

The difference between the prices
In the price lists and the prices at
which the goods are sold is from 400
to 2.000 per cent If a man gets
medicine often and can find a
friendly disposed doctor he can save
a great doll on the price of his
prescriptions. Tbe thing to do is
to have the doctor write out the
Erescriptton in English, or to give
