MONEY V8. MORALITY,

Y=STERDAY's Issue contained an ac-
count of & dastardly and brutal out-
rage perpetrated at Lake Park, last
Menday, mpon the person of & youlg
lady who resides In Ogden.

This distressing incident Is a loud
note of warning of the dangers to
which young people are exposed who
visit some of the popular pleasure re-
sorts established in this section, of
late years, In the vicinity ot the Greatl
Balt Lake. It should create as much
alarm as the ery of fire in the dead
hour of the night, so far as its effect
in keepinig peéople out of the way of
injury is concerned. Those who are
‘opce tainted with the unkoly touch of

" sexual pollntion sre mere deeply
scarred and scorched than ithose who
have comhe In persomal contact with

material flgmes. The effects of de-
fllement may not be susceptible of
total eradication.

The deplorable incident of last Mon-
dayis a potent justification of the
strictures that bave appeared im this
journal regardiag the opportunities
afforded by the 'resorts in question for
the imnocent beceming & prey to the
wickedly dispesed. It causes the ad-
vice tendered to our people to refraln
from resorting to them to stand out
with conspicuous 'consistexcy and
clearness. Were we to take any ether
position we would be derelict Intbe
performance of & plain duty and would
manifest an.indifference to the pres-
ervation of public morality that
would border upon criminal-
fty. And what comcerns ua in
bat regard, in the fleld of journalism,
is equally bindiag upom every good
and homorable citizen, accirding te
the influence possessed and capabie of
being wiided 1n a direction so salu-
We see In this matter a conilict of in-
terests, but we do not expect that any
consideration will deter the NEws from
taking & firm and unylelding stand In
relation to it. If the efforts of this
journal are not as successiul as they
ought o be, they will doubtiess at
least be prodauctive of some geod 1n
behalf of purity and general good be-
havior. The cause beinga righteous
one, we have & right to expect the
sympathy, and support, to say
nothing of the co-operathon,
of our fellow citizens of every class
and especially those fwho claim to be
our co-religionlsts, and who are under
obligations to combat, by example and
precept, everything which endangers
the morality ot the community, What
makes flrmness and activity on this
subject all the mere needful is the fact
—conceraing which we are reliably in-
formed—that_the ralirdad compaunies
immediately concarned, Intend, during
the present, or appréaching season, to
concentrate a great deal of energy and
means for the purpose of joutstripping
each eother in rendering the Lake
resorts as attractive as possible. The
resson for this is that these places are
considered prelific sources of wealth
to the proprietors. Thls idea is based
upen the revenues derived from them
in the past, and, doubtless, upon the
abnormal tendency heretofore ex-
hibited by the people of this section In
the direction of pleasure-sgeeking. But
for this weakness—we cannot other-
wise designate il—on the part of the
community, the raliroad companies
would net be s0 ready te expend their
money in improving these resorts and
rendering them easy of access. e

The counflict is of this character: In
jhe first place it Is between competing
companiesr for the opurpose of
keeping abead of each other
in the r of patronage.
Thea it between the companies
and the moral influence ol those who
occupy the position of vigilant
watchmen in the midst of the people,
secking to lead them by advice and
persuasioa and every proper and
legitimate means to keep outside the
pale of danger.

The argument that those who con-
duct Lhese resorts purpose taking
every precantion - within reach tc
maintaln their respectability is a weak
one. The futility of such reasening
received a striking exemphification in
the outrage of Monday last. That the
propristors of Lake Park would coun-
tenance or encourage such a hor-
rible crime is not to be thought of for
s moment. It was, doubtless, not
only opposed to their moral sense, but
also in sonflict with their floancial in-
terests for such an Incident to ogeur,
but the preveatioa of the commissjon
of the crime¢ was evidently beyond
thelr reach.

Of course the companies imterested
are slmply In pursuit of monetary
profit. The object of those who advise
thé people to refraln from golng to
swch places, because of the dangers in-
volved, s the preseryation of moral
purity. Whatever ccateat énsues will
sherefore be simply one of money ver-

sus morality. 1o the estimation of all | T

FoRr some time Ltherg has been, In the
Statc of New Yopk, an agitatien In
opposition to capital punishment, and
especlally against hasging women.
The developmenis during & recent
murder trial in New York City, are,
however, likely to give something of a
set back Lo the ggitators who oppose
the infliction of the death penalty. The
defendant is an Italian woran pamed
Mrs, Cignarale. Bhe deserted bher
husband te establish crimiual relations
with her second cousin, a man named
D'Andria. The wrosged husband 18-
peatedly called vpon his wife after her
desertion of bim, and implored her to
retorn. His wvisits anpnoyid his wile
and her paramoar, and the laiter neged
her te kill her husband, sayiag
that he would do it !
only thatin America they hang men,
but do not hang women. Onpe day in
October lsat the husband called upon
the unisithful woman, and remewed
his importunities for her to retarm.
Bhe refused, and when bs ook his ae~
parture from her lodgingsshe followed
him without his knowing it, and, whas
close to him onthe street, fired twe
shets at him, the latter proving fatal.
The murder was a cold-blooded crime,
and was witneased by a number ef per-
SOmS.
It seems evident that the woman un-
dertook the horrible task ol removing
her husband on the comviction that
‘‘they did not hang women in Ameri-
ca,” and that, bhad she known what
the penalty would . be she would
not have committed the crime.
It must be admitted that this
case affords a stroug argument in favor
of capital punishment, and for women
as well as men. Undoubtedly a fear
of the law partially takes the place of
conscience in restraining the criminal-~
ly Inclined ; and let it once be under-
stood that the murderer must lose his
or her own life as the cost of what is
gained by the crime, and bomlicides
will become far more rare than they
are at present. Buot a mere speedy and
humane method of inflicting gpe death
penalty than hanging, might aod ought
to be adopted. The scaffold is a jrelic
of barbarism.
