JOHN BROWN'S EXECUTION.

AN KTC WITNESS IKSCRIBKS THE OLD
hero's last moments.

Shortly pefore 11 o'clock the prison-
er was taken fretn Jail, and the funeral
cortege was put in motion. First came
three companies, then the criminal's
wagon drawn by two large, white
horses. - John Brown was seated on
his eoifin, accompanied byr the sheriff
and two other persons. The wagon
drove to the loot of the gallows, aud
Brown descended with alacrity aud
without assistance and ascended the
steep steps to the platform. His de-
meanor was intrepid without being
braggart.- - He made no speech ; whether
he desired to make ene or not I do not
know; even if he had desired --it. it
would not have been permitted. Any
speech of bis most of necessity nave
been unlawful a being directed against
the peace and dignity of the Common-
wealth, and as such could not be al
lowed by those who were then er- -
gaged in the most solemn and extrec e
vindication of law. 1 ,

jobs Brown's manaer gave no evi
dence of timidity, but his countenance
was Lot-fre- e from concern, ana it
seemed to me to have a little coat of
wildness. ' He stood upon the scaffold
but a short time, giving brief adieus
to those about bim, when be was prop
erly. pinioned, .the white cap ' drawn
over bis lace, the noose adjusted and
attached to the hook above, and he
was moved. ' blindfolded, a tew steps
forward.'
