tion, l his is impossible, ibis idea of
influencing the youthful mind with
moral or religious truths has caused
much controversy among many classes
of people, and has resulted in discard
ing that class oi trums irom tne com-
mon schools where our youths are in-
structed. These truths, however, must
be taught; tbe mind mast have its
moral Judgments, its laws of right and
wronif. for the development of the
spiritual. Teaching is a "(necessity of
tne soul; ana tne important questionis that of right or wrong teaching, and
by whom it is to be imparted. The held
that is left uncultivated will grow up
to weeds, and so the infant mind left
vacant of God's glorious truth, will
become ruled witn error ana laisehood.
If God's truth and law are not im
pressed upon the mind, the devil's
aws ana instructions win oe. -

Tbe child then needs the true teach
ing, and the parent is under obligation
to furnish it. Parents have a love for
the child; they will not designedly
teach it error, but that which they be-
lieve to be, aud which is the truth to
their mindd. This truth the child has
a right to, while in the keeping of the
parent, and the parent is bound to fur
nish it. as no as received irom his
parents aud from God

THK PRINCIPLE OK FAITH.
The rofod is fitted for this course of

instruction, lteanon Is not developed
in the child when this teaching should
ie betrun . heuce it cannot verily Its
truth: but God has imparted tbe prin
ciple of faith as the foundation for
moral action ; ana mai iaua may oe
verified by one's own reason, or upon
tbe reason of another. Tbe child is
prone to believe what is taught by its
parents; receives parental instruction
as tlie leacuings oi uoa. ioe irums,
principles, facts and laws thus le- -

ceived, become to the child articles of
faith, ana hence subjective trutn ior it.
rue child's tendency to creauuty, to
faith, clearly implies a divine arrange-
ment lust suited to the opening miDd,
and is a benevolent provision ot Provi-
dence for the earliest wants ot humani-
ty for spiritual instruction and the
lormation of moral Judgments. Tbe
facts and truths to be tautrnr, roust be
those received as such by the parent.
fhis is the whole extent oi tne duty.
t is not a question of absolute truth.

but of parental duty, binding tbe
narent to teach what ne believes to be
the truth, and. can teach without vio-
lating his own moral consciousness, if
the parent Las imbibed errors, there is
nere a learlul responsibility resting
upon him. lest those errors be banded
down to others to their injury. He
should strive for absolute truth, and
ponder well this fearful responsibility;
ior teacn ine parent iuusi.

PARENTAL RELATIONSHIP.

The object of teaching must be kept
in view tin order to adapt it to the
child's capacity. The object being to
Oil the mind with laws oi right aud
wrong, with moral Judgments of Im
mediate use. tbe nrst idea to oe lm- -

pressei on the child is, that (here are
acts which it ought to do, and acts it
ought not to do. This develops the
idea of right ana wrong, the pareut
is as God to the child : and the duty ol
obedience to them is the first thing to
be impressed upon the mind. Ihe word
of thu tinront is law to uit ch:l I :

it shouldbe taught that obedience to It
ia 200d. is riaht: disobedience is bad.
is wrong; that obedience secures love,
and dts obedience forfeits it. In tills
war the moral emotions are exercised,
and the child is beginning its spiritual
llfe.by learning to act irom a law witn
in. Next to its uuues 10 parents must
be tauirbt taose due to otbers Kina- -

nessandlvvetoa.il, embracing all the
virtues ot godly cnarity.

ANOTHER FATHER.

As soon as the mind can campre
hcud it, the fact of auotlier Father',lhat
Great lather above, should be imurcs
sed unon it. as tbe uround oi ail rigiit.
of all law: that this is to be done, that
is to be avoldta, Decause our jainerabove so directs. inese are among
the first lessons to be taught, togetner
with the idea that all are dependent
upou Him, that He made all and sus
tains all, that the grass, the trees, the
flowers, the fruits, are all for the sup
port of His creatures, ana iu tms
way by the earthly father, is the
mind Jed to the Father above.

This idea of God and of His perpet
ual presence once indelibly impressed.
the mind is prepared to receive the
laws which he has enacted ior tne gov
ernment of His intelligent creation.

The
DUTY OF OBEDIENCE,

first to the parental instruction, and
nnauy to tne trutn as auoptea oy iaua.
is tne most important oi an teacumg
to humanity : it is tne law oi our mgn- -
er. our spiritual life.lAs relates to our
present happiness, tbe lesson is early
to be learned tnat seir is to oe aentea,
made subject to law, held in restraint:
that appetites are not to govern us.uor
passions be allowed to become our
masters.

These Items are all essential in tbe
education of children, for which par
ents are held accountable. If they do
not personally impart tbe necessary
Instructions it must be done by an
other under their direction, that the
faith and character of the child may be
in unison wun, ana develop an tne
virtues and excellence oi its parentage
In this way oniy can a child bonor its
lather ana moiner so as to inherit tne
promise ol tong lite.

TENACITY OF EARLY INSTRUCTIONS.

These early instructions cling to us
with great tenacity; it is difficult to get
rid ol mem; tney nave oeen lnstiuea
Into our very hearts by a mother's love
and a father's authority, and what
these have not done tneir example nas
By example parents make the most
durable impressions upon youtniuiminds. The. child is observing and re
members what it sees longer than what
It hears, ana in tms way tne parent is
always teaching Imparting lessons
which are never forgotten, and which
greatly influence after life, if not whol
ly controlling it. The family prayer
that is offered night and morning is a
lesson of devotion and recognition of a
Supreme Being, that can never be lost
to the child. The father's daily toll by
which he provides for the household,
teaches the excellence oi labor; tne ao
sence of profanity from the home circle
teaches taat it is no part oi a jrooa
education, that he must not profane
the name of that Being whom his father
adores ; acts ol kindness and benevo
lence bestowed unon the needv. teach
lessons ot charity to be emulated by
others ; ana so tnrougn tne ion cata
logue ot virtues, the child is taught
and deeply impressed by example ac
comnanylng precept, when that ex
ample is good the lesson is good ; that
example aa. tne lesson equally so
The parent is thus always teaching.
and It Is impossible for the child to ar
rive at years oi discretion without re
ceivinK lessons of moral . or immoral
tendency, that no age of man is of
sufficient duration to eradicate.

CONCLUSION.

No Latter-da- y Saint who is consci-
ous of these truths can permit his child
to be taught by those who do not re
cognize them. To do so is a severance
of the relationship by which either is
obligated to the other, ana in an cases
leads the child to dishonor its parents
by a complete alinationfrom all spirit-
ual relation.

THK ART OF FAMILY GOVKBNMKNT.

8 "WT. It

In all communities there are those
wno have but little practical experi
ence in the art oi family government.

the training oi youth irom iniancy.
to best prepare inem for usefulness
in life, and tor the highest attainment
of human excellence ; but none,in pro
portion to' numbers, furnish more oi
that class than are fouud among tbe
Latter-da- y Saints. They are proverb
ially a family community. With them
the Lord has fulfilled His promise, that
He would Eel me poor man on uigo,"and make him families like a flock.'4
Of this state ef thiugs He also said,"the
righteous shall see it and rejoice."This latter declaration implies better
training, a higher state of moral and
spiritual development in all that will
impart joy to the righteous, famines
increased in Ignorance, unbellel ana
sin, could afford no Joy except to tbe
wrong aoer.

The devil and bis emissaries, the un
righteous aud ignoraut, are, however,
opposed to this work of multiplying
lannues to ine increase oi liie anu
jo;, borrow and death are their best
D junteous guts to man.

SUGGESTIONS TO THK INEXPERI-KNCE- D.

The object of this communication is
to offer a few suggestions that may aid
the iuexperienced in training the
youth, that they may be a Joy to their
parents, an oi wnom snouia oe righte-
ous that arc in such divine favor as to
be rightfully engaged in multiplying
families.

Teaching and education are ' tbe es
sentials of all human happiness the
means necessary to the development
oi tne numaneoui. mis memoes an
that is necessary for the best physical
as well as moral and spiritual develop
ment oi man. '

Order in the development of the
faculties with which the human soul is
endowed, should be as carefully ob

served as in the erection of the most
costly edlnce, or tne lormation oi a
world. It Is laying the foundation of a
character that is destined to develop
all of the greatness, excellence and
power, that pertains to omnipotence.

The child, comes into the world
physically helpless.and mentally ignor-
ant; its mind a blank, its spirit un
developed. True, nature win oi ne
cessity bring into exercise its capaci-
ties for sensation and perception, and
excite tbe understanding to action. In
this respect man is the most perfect of
animals. His understanding is of a
much higher order tnan that of the
brute. The brute can reason on mat-
ters of sensation as well as man ; can
recollect facts and draw conclusions
from themanay be taught many things,
and the Hz"5,? faculty be developed
withinltheltStersianding ia brutes as
well as man, though but very latntiy
developed; stil', it must be there to
account for numerous well authenti
cated facts In tne natural history
of the animal kinzdom below
man. These faculties and their
development In man, are not depend
est upon education or tbe will, but
upon nature, wnicn acts inacpeuaenuy
oi both. No high development, how
ever, can be attained without teaching
and education, oy wnicn tne mma es

more active, more observing,more minute and accurate, and is led
to new objects also.

But man is more than an animal, he
has an intellectual and moral nature
added to his animal nature. Ills spirit
and reason enable him to form general
laws, ideas, construct sciences, know
God and feei the force of obligation
and duty. All man's moral nature is
clearly peculiar to numanity; his abil
ity to form Ideas of an unseen Being
of God and His character, His laws,
and of man's relation to them, are
clearly man's prerogative; as well as
his capacity for science and ideas of
the laws bv which matter is organized
and governed. In this respect man is
allied to Deity is in Ills image.

Tbe capacities can never be called
into exercise bv natures they are de
veloped by ideas, received into the
miud from other minds or spirits, and
hnally from the Great Spirit, God Him-
self. This development of the spirit
and intellect cannot take place without
education and teaching. We cannot
suDDOse that God in His arrangements
could have left so important a matter
as training tbe spirit lor its work nere
oa eartn, and its employment in an
anticipated future unprovided for.
This being the case, the question arises

WHO IS KkSPONSIBLR

for this education and teaching re
auired?

Christianity the revelations of God,
answers this question very distinctly;
tbe laws of ,natnre bnt little leas ao.
The fact that the patents of each hu
man beinir have universally attended to
this duty is evidence that it is founded
la tbe laws oi nature, ana aepenas
upon no human compact or arrange
ment independent of the family. The
family is a necessity in the order
of God's appointments, tor the
accomDlishment of this purpose
No man or woman has been duly edu
cated upon whose mind the intellects
and influence of both parents have not
been brought to bear, the mother to
mould and develop the affections of
the soul, inspiring love and duty : the
father all that is stern, rigid, and in-

flexible in character involving thought
and pewer, and thus bringing out all
our emotional nature.

The mother is really tha first educa
tor of the child, and its first lesson
that of love, which it will learn from a
mother's happy smite, its emotional
nature is thus brought Into exercise,
and In tbe nursery it learns to observe.
the use of language, and its first feeble
efforts at the discharge of duty. This
latter is the more important education ;
it learns to have a right and a wrong.
and to test its conduct by this stand
ard, and in this way its moral nature
will be broueht into play early, and
may,be keptln exercise nntil conscience
is so strong in action as, to mane
the performance of duty a pleasure
Instead of a painful labor. Tbe habit
here formed oi acting in accordance
with tbe moral Judgments Is like every
other, improved by practice and ren
dered pleasant by-- repetition is the
training in wnicn one wm continue to
walk In the path to old age, regarding
in a moral light all Its actions. It
compares the conduct with the stand-
ard fn every instance, and Justifies or
condemns according to its appreciation
of moral rectitude.

This education is all Important. The
mind will form its habits; and, if
parents do not see to the formation of
right namis, nature wiu xonn uh.ii ones.
The cnuo wui learn 10 act iroiu witn-ou- t,

from nature's influence, and will
vield to motives instead of acting from
a law formed within the miud; The
parent should see that the influence of
the spirit is strengthened, so as to
overcome that of the world. The flesh
has all the appetites and passions
striving for the mastery, while reason
is weak, and needs the aid of the parent
In the unequal conflict. By this habit
ot moral reflection comparing actions
with moral judgments, tne conscience
is brought Into exercise ana strength-
ened on the side of virtue. The child
has a right to this training of his moral
nature, and if parents Deselect this im
portant duty they owe to tbe child,
the spirit becomes enslaved to sense
and the flesh, and is. governed
by outward influence instead of
inward law. The habit formed, and
law being tho rule of action, a firmness
of character Is established essential to
success in life, say nothing of Its
higher end; It Is the
habit oi nieormea oy a pressure irom
without, the pressure of another and
matured mind on the young and lm
mature. But few parents rightly ap-
preciate thele responsibilities In this
respect. ' Unman consciousness as
well as divine teaching declares It true.
that a child brought up in the way it
should go will not depart from It. This
bringing up consists is training to act
as he snouia acs, irom a law wiuiin,
not from one Imposed from without. --

With this education is connected the
duty of teaching; inculcating those
facts, truths, principles ana laws,
which are necessary for the right gov
ernment ana development oi the mina
This teaching must come from with-
out, from other minds. The Infant
mind comes a blank into the hands
of Its parents; srod Its dependence is
upon them for that spiritual teachingso essential to its well-bei- ng and fu-
ture happiness. God has placed tbe
narent In His siescfc and reauires him
to impress upon the Infant mind that
knowledge of inmseu, his works ana
ills laws, without which the mind
cannot be developed and the spirit
guided In the way oi me. xnis Knowl-
edge to be tanght, tbe parent Is as-
sumed to possess, and he must impart
it The child Is to receive this teach
ing as .veritable truth, and act upon it
as such. . He must have tho law before
Kiunn can verify its rectitude, and the
parent's treason Is therefore substltut- -
ea ior tne reason ot cuuu.
