WASniGTO.x, Dec. 4. On mo-
tion of Morrow (CaL) the House
went Into committee of the whole
on the pension appropriation hill.

Morrow explained that the bill
appropriated for the payment of
pensions 5133,173,000, to be distrib-
uted among 654,516 pensioners.
This was the largest number
ever provided for in any single Item
In the statistics of the 0 nltctl States.
It was estimated tint the gross cost
fur the United Sates of these

for the year 1S92 would aver-
age $203 40 each. Ho believed
there would bo no deficiency next
year.

Cooper (Ind.) got the floor and
reviewed all the charges made
against Commissioner Ilium which
farmed the basis of the investigation
during the last session and asserted
that tbey had all been proved. The
Pen-io- Bureau should be preside!
over by a man above criticl.-f- li and
above nproach. During the last
campaign the commissioner had
cone to Indiana and had invaded
his (CooperV) district. The

only excuse was that he
might defeat Cooper's election.

So loug as persons who kill officers,
witnesses or Jurors 'for tho purpose
of escaping tho administration of
justice cannot bo tried and punish-
ed in the Federal Court, as for
minor offence?, the administration
of United States laws and the laws
themselves In many districts will
have little eflert, Tho Supreme
Court recently decided that while
there is "iace in the United
Suites" It Is tho duty of Cong'
resa to provide by law for the preser-
vation of this "peace" everywhere
and at all times.

in several districts convictions ana
picas of guilty have been obtained
in a large number of cases. As an
illustration, however, of tho diffi-

culties met In such prosecutions,
the district attorney fcr one district
report; that in a certain county, a
number of whoso citizens have
bten convicted of violations of the
election laws, the couuty court
ordered all tines and costs a'std
against them in the United States
court to be paid out of the couuty
treasury; and In another county,
a uumbir of whesr cititens were iu
like manner convicted or pleadea
guilty ofsuch otTenscs in the United
States court, $1330 was actually
paiJ out of the county treasury
upon such fines and eots In one
day.
