That same night we
were separated in a wind and have
seen nothing of them since. Orders
had been given In the event of such
an accident for each boat to beat its
way to to a settlement on the Lena
River before waiting for anybody.
V. y boat made laud the m .ruing of
the 16th and I suppose we are at
Lena delta. I have had no chance
to get sight for position aince I left
Simoratki Island. After trying for
two days to get in shore without
g ounding, or to reach one Of thq
river mouths, I abandoned my boat
and waded one and a half miles,
carrying cur provisions and outfit
with us. We must now try, with
God's help, to walk to a settlement
which I believe to ie 95 mi es dis-
tant. We are all well, have four
days' provisions, arms and am muni
tion, and ore carrying w th us only
the ship's books and papers, blank-
ets, tent and some medicine.
Therefore, our chance of getting
through teems to be good.
