- Hecond-
class are very wmforhbb, but
are not at all equal to the
first-class cars of the United
States, whereas the fares are a trifle
higher. Third-class cars are plin,
ressonably clean, and considerably
more than half the people travel in
them. Return tickets are sold at
reduced rates. Season tickets are
sold, and very largely used. By
these tickets it is possible to ride
as much as four miles: and
return, daily, for about eight cents
by vecond clase, There are aleo
traire—called workmen’s trains—
which start to the city at early
hours in the morning, say from 4 to
6, and carry passengers at even
lower rates than those named
above. A Iaboring man way live
in some suburban village tén mileg
from his work, and yet ride to and
fro daily for about fifty cents a
week. More than half a duzen
prominent railways, runnio
various parts of the United ln
dom, have stations within ten miu
utes walk of the Bank of England
and Ro alExchnnﬁ

nderground Rallway is one
of the great enterprises of modern
London, and earries immense num-
bers of passengers. 'It makes al-
