dal of that accusation becomes loud
in the land, and at last itls brought
before & court of justice to be inves-
tigated and ended.

Under such ciroumstances would
itnot bte safe for Beecher to defy
Bowen, and for his counsel to cover
Bowen all ever with demuneiation
and with shame? Could Bowen re-
ply by telling the truth about the
acknowledgment of guilt by Bee-
cher, and by dragging out facts
which honor requirea him to cou-
ceal?
