The action was
rough t by the respondent alleging

ownership In sovcralty of parcels of
land abutting nn Hecoud'Houlh attoet,
ono block and mora west ol Main, to
restrain tho appellants from construct-
ing a railroad line thereon. Thu ground
upon which reiki la sought Is that the
action of tho City Council In granting
a franchise to tho appellant In view of

tlio ezlstenco upon the thoroughfare
already of two lines ol railway owned
by Ihu City itallroad Co., and ol othir
obstrucll ni, such aa telegraph, electric
light and telephone pelts, Is un-

reasonable. It la urged that the
construction of the contemplated ad-

ditional track would Irrepsrably
danisgo thu ilalntlll'a properly,

and Impedu their use of the
stieet, and In some degreu obstruct the
free access to and from their proortles.
Upon theso allegations Issue was taken
