Pasta cf Arthur Newell. A
dispatch wai received here on Wed
nesday night bearing the aad intelli
gence of Arthur NewelPs death,
which occurred at 6.80 p. m. of the
same day.! It li supposed that his
wlfd who wai In thla city when tbe
aocldaat ooaorred, arrived St Tomb
stone before her huiband'a demise
occurred.;

A letter was received by Arthur's
relatives in this city, a few day ego,
from Mr. Uao. Lake, of Tooabstone
Ojchiae County, Arizona, In which
the particulars connected with the
accident are given. Mr. Lake
i art: "On the afternocn of the
1 3th in t, brother Arthur Newell
and s young man named Larsen sr--

ri7ta st their camp sixths foot! of

the Cherokee mountains, about two
raUes from my place, having Jott
taken load uf lumber to this place.
Arthur set about shoeing his horses,
preparatory to making soother trip, j
All went on smoothly until he be-

gan shoeing one of Bro Weaches'
bor set a very vicious brute. Hav
ing shod, one front foot,he commenc
ed tn the Other, when the horse
reared up aud struck him violent
blow on the top of his head, break
Ins In the skull. I was sent for;
alaa Bro. Cam obeli. We dressed
his wounds and eat by his bedside
until mornUe: then removed bim
to my house,wbere I provided every
fssub!e caxe f r him. Know- -

la tbat hla skull was broken in
upon tbe brain, and feeling suaor
ed that death must ensue un
less ha bad ' immediate surgical aid,
I pat him' in a carriage, and while
my son drove tne team, l neid Ar
thur la cay arms until we arrived si
tbls place. We star ed Just when
darkness set in and reached the hos
pital at sanrUe. having traveled a
distance of 65 mtiee. I obtained a
free permit to the hospital, where
be was eoon operated upon by a skll
ful board of surgeons, who extracted
several large pieces of the skull
bone, one of which was aa large m a
silver dollar piece. He became quite
eay and rational after the operation
waa ptrr rmeo. i nave scaioely leit
bim a moment since trie suooldent
occurred It la now 2 o'clock at
night and thia is the third night
that 1 nave sat by his bed. Hla left
skis U paralysed. Nothing but the
piwev of Qjd can aave him. Provo
