Iti
tb virtue of tact, the real Rusaian
detective can teach a lesson to his
confreres ofXiondon or Paris. He
is not permitted to indulge la

nor is he as a rule a mar
lied man. , lie appears in all places
where his credentials as a . gentle
man, 1or ' his curioeity In rougher
circles permit or Induce him to en-

ter, though the latter . has nevr
yet reached that dignity or degra-
dation. Bat he is al wa a a eala--
ried man. As a rule, however, . he
is a real Russian, of liberal lingual
education and good personal pres
ence, more or less cosmopolitan. He
reports to one authority only, and
yet that authority has a "shadow"
to this detective, who reports him
on the principle of setting a thief
to catch a thief. Few of ua,have
a very clear idea of tbe personnel or
the modus of the Russian detective

6ystem. To the present Imperial
Chancellor, more tnan to anyone
else, is Uussia Indebted for a com
plete chain of detectives, as well
as a cordon of" dlplomatiatvr He
has "initiated and perfected these
two . systems so thoroughly that
there is not a capital of Europawithout one of these lookers-on- ."

After, the recent attempt upon

the life of the Czar, and on the
day of his return to his capital, the
Revolutionary committee issued
the following most violent procla-
mation, which was distributed day
after day, and In which they avow
that the late diabsllcal attempt
was made by their order.

We are convinced that
our acents and our party will not

all honest Russian citizens who
value liberty, to whom the national
will ana the national -- interests are
sacred, we once again point to
Alexander II. - as the personifica-
tion of a despicable despotism, of
all that ia cowardly and saneuinary.
The reign of Alexander II., from
beginning to end, .is a lie, in
whioh the - famous : emancipa
tion of the serfs ? ends with
WakeoflT!s circular. , From the
commencement to the end, it
has .been devoted to tbe consoli
dation of tbe classes hostile to the
people and the destruction or every
thing by which the . people lived
and wished to live. Alexander II
is the usurper of the nation's right,the main pillar of reaction, the
chief author of the Judicial assassi-
nations. Fourteen executions
weigh on his conscience. Hun-
dreds of eufferera cry for vecgeance.
He deserves to die for all tbe blood
he has split, for all the euffsring he
has Inflicted
