Washington, 25. It is said that the
Senate committee on commerce in its
study of tbe river and harbor bill,found little in the bill as it came from
the House to suit them, so tbe mem-
bers of the committee said they favor-
ed the entire remodeling of the meas-
ure, if the latter part is liot more con-
sistent with their views than that al-

ready examined they will retain the
number and the enacting clause,
but will report substantially a new
bill.

The conferees upon the postofllce
appropriation bill met this morningand were nnable to agree upon any
points at issue, it was therefore de-
cided to report a disagreement.

Springer, from the Committee oa
Territories, to-da- y presented to the
House tbe adverse report of that com-
mittee on the Senate bill to provide tor
tbe admission of tbe State of Dakota
and tbe organization of the Territory
of Lincoln. The report says : It can-
not be said that the people of Dakota.
aud especially of Southern Dakota, are I

lniavoroi aumitung into tne union
the soutberu part of that Territory as
a State. Tbe movement having in view
tbe formation of two States to be
carved out of that Territory. Congress
baa in no way authorized or recognized
it. The question ot whether the pres-
ent Territory oi Dakota is to be divid-
ed so as to lay the foundation of two
States to be admitted into the Union
as one, interests the people of Dakota .

The people of the States have just as
aa much right to have that subject sub-
mitted to them for their approval as
have the people of tbe Territory.

Chairman Hill, of Ohio, submits a
minority report in wbicb, while disa-
greeing with the reasoning of the ma-

jority, lie holds that Dakota should not
be admitted until the Senate bill passes,
because all the people of the Territory
were not consulted fairly on the ques-
tion of the division! and formation of
the Constitution of the proposed State,
lie believes it the duty of Congress to
refer this quettion of division of the
Territory to a full vote ot the people
thereof.

Another minority report is signed by
Messrs. Baker, Struble, Cooper, Her- -
rimann and Symes. They respectfullysubmit that the people of Dakota are
in favor of admitting to the Union the
southern part as a State, as every tact
justifies aud every consideration de-

mands, and establishes beyond ques-
tion the claim and right of Dakota to
tie immediately admitted to the Union:
They close their report with the ex-

pression of their belief that it Is the
cons.itutionul right of the State ot
Dakota to be admitted under tbe bill
which has some to tbe House from the
Senate, tbe passage of which they ear-
nestly urge.

In reporting adversely the bill to
carry into effect tbe Mexican treaty,
the majority Of the committee on ways
and imeaus says tbe treaty, if such it
can be rightfully called, reserves no ex-
clusive rights to either party, but stu-
diously preserves the right of either to
act with perfect inoepeudeuce and in a
direction which seem to conserve the
best interests of either. Even the
most ardent advocates of the treaty
admit its provisions if enacted would
in a few years utterly destroy our su-
gar interests and work almost incalcu-
lable injury to our tobacco trade. Tbe
treaty will ba found to work great in-

justice to our government in the
loss of revenue and the destruc-
tion of at least one great in- -,

dustry, and the enchange bears
very heavily almost exclusively upon
the agriculturists ot our country. For
it will be seen tbe exchanges of the
products of the soil and pasture are
brought into most unwelcome com-
petition With this class of our people.
There is but one article ol commerce
that by a free exchange might in a
sense compensate for the sacrifice we
make in the free importation of sugarand tobacco, and that Is in - the article
of textile fabrics. But cotton, woolen-,-sil-

and linen manufactures are
wholly ignored in the treaty. ' Mexico
retains this trade to itself. 1u con-

clusion, the majority refers to the re-

port otJ.K vans, special agent of the
Treasury, as a clear presentation of
tbe obstacles which stand In tbe way
of fair and just trade in Mexico under
her present tariff system, and a tllas
tratiug tbe utttr futility of endeavor-
ing to establish satisfactory or freer
commercial relations witn ner.oy
treaty so long as such a system exists.
