But the fact remains that both bills
were formed for revenue reform, and
that tols purpose was avowed by the
Democrats and Lhey were opposed sby
the Rebublicans, who now turn round
and, by simllar mesns, though some-
what different tactics, attempt to do
the very thing they at first derided.
