is the duty of ths . registration
officer in each preciloct to see
that the mnames of voters who

have moved from his precinet are
strickea off the list, and that voters
who bave moved info his precinct are
placed upun the list. In case he falls
to do’this, or rémovals take place
shortly dfter the revision, voters fpe-
moviog from one precinct to amother
cap ‘appear- before the registrar and
have the list corrected, providing this
is done-before the revised list 1s com-
pleted and filed with the clerk of the
Couanty Court.

transferred; does he lose his right to
vote? Certainly not. But be must
vote in the precinet where he s reg-
istered, for the simple reason that only
registered volera caa cast jaeir ballots
and the law requir-s their names to be
checked on the registration list, If
they should offerthelr ballots in s pre-
cinct on the list of ambich theirnames
do pot appear, the judges of election
would bave to reject their votes. But
if they sppear snd offer their ballots
in the precioct where they are
registered, the jJudges of election
can . not reject their votes om the
ground that they have moved from the
preeinct sioce the revision of the list,
because ihere Is f0 iaw forsuch re-
jeciion.

A challenge would fiot’ hold ‘1n $iech
case, because challenges mu’mb! lq’
slatutory causes. An oath-
reqalired of the citizen, and that con-
tains the declaration that he “‘has re-
sided In the Territory of Utah for six
months then last passed, and In the
precisct for one month immediately
preceding the date hereol.'

If such ob-
straction 1s attempted, the offender is
liabie o prosecution,aad any judge of
election ailding in the obstructiva can
also be prosecuted and sued for dam-
ages as well,
