May 30, Sunday. I was appoint-ed on a miasien " to preach the
Gospel in the East. My clrcum
stances were so reduced that I
could not procure clothes to
go in. Joseph and Hyrum Smith
gave mi some grey cloth to make
me a coat, also a snuff-color- ed rest
and pantaloons. .
