They had mysteriously and completelg
dlsagpeare . The log-book in whic
thie ;last entry was dated torty-two
hours before the arrival of the British-
er, showed that the voyage had been &
favorable one. They bad ercountered
no storm. Pirates and murder were
out of the question. There was nosign
of a struggle. No valuables were mis-
sing. Where and why had the crew
left the vessel?

“The Marie Celeste was taken to
Ville Franche and her carge safely
transferred, and the vessel was taken
back to her owners in New-York. News
of the strange disappearance of the
ill-fated crew was sent to the State
Tepartment, and from there made

ywn to all the United States repre-
sentatives abroad, with the requnest
that they intorm Lhe respective govern-
ments to which they were accredited
of the facts. In this way the news
was soon made known in every custom
house of the world.  Every means
possible was taken to have the mys-
tery cleared up, but to this day it re-
mains unsolved. Itis a siogular ce-
ipcidence, nothing more,” continued
my informant, *‘that the Marie Celeste
ultimately came to a violent end, She
was employed as a trader between New.
York and Cuba. In March, 1886, her
master insured her heavily, placed. on
board a quantity of barrels of water
and a few tubs of molasses, of which
her carge was suppesed to be com-
osed, took her’ down to Cuba and
here committed barratry, running her
asphore and wrecking her completely.
His trial for this offense is to come off

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An Official Fish Btory.

A bulletin of the United States Fish
Commiseion just issued gives the fol-
lowing account, a8 described in & lot-
ter to Prof. Baird, of the killingof a
man by a sword-fish:

“'The schooner Venus 18 a small ves-
=el of about twelve tons, owned and
commanded by Franklin D. Langsford
of lLanesviille, Mass., with & crew of
three men, engaged in the general flsh-
eries off the coast of Mlssachusetts.
On Monday morning, August 9, Capt.
Langsford salled from home in pur-
suit of sword-fish. About 11 a.m.,
when eight miles northeast from Hali-
but Péint, in Ipswich Bay, a fish was
gseen. The captain, with one mag, tak-
ing a dory. gave _chase and soon bar-
pooped the fish, throwing over
& buoy with a line  at-
tached to the harpoon, after which
the fish was left and they returned to
the vessel for dinmer. About sn hour
later the captain, with one man, 100K
his dory and went out to secure the
fish. Picking ug the buoy, Captain
Langalord took hold of the llne, pull®
ing his boat toward the sword-fish,
wﬁich was qi:_ite jarge and not badly
wonnded. The line was taut as the
boat slowly neared the fish, which the
captain intended to lance and thus k1l
I1t. When mear the fish, but too far
awsy to reach it with the lance, it

nickly rushed st and under the boat,
thrusting its swerd up through tle
bottom of the boat tweaty-three inch-
es. As the fish turned land rushed to-
ward the boat the line was saddebly
slacked, causing the c?taln to fal
fall over on his back, and while he was
in the act of rising the swourd came
ggarcln; threngh the boat and into his

y. At this time another sword
fish  was in sight and mear by
and the captain, excited ln&
anxious to secure both, raised him-
self up, nol keowing that he was
wounded. Seeing the sword, he se1zed
it, exclnlmlnﬂ ‘We've got him, any-
way!' He lay in the ttom ef the
dory, holding fast to the sword, until
his vessel e-m-llonme. while the
fish, being under the t, could not

be reached. Soon the captain ssid, *'I
think I am burt, and quite badly.”
When the vesselarri he went on

board, took a few steps, and fell,
pever rising aguin, The bostaund fish
were soon ho on board, when the
sword was chopped off to free.the
boat, and the fAsh was *killed on the
deck of the vessel, The fish weighed
245 poundsafter its head and iall were
cut off, and the viscera Temoved.
