Developments in antiquarian re-
searches, as shown in the.many
and extensive agueduocle, some of
them several hundreds of miles in
length, admirably™bullt with cut
stone, laid in imperishable cemient,
and running in all directions, dem-
onsatrate an efficlent system of in-
dustry and perfect knowledge of
agricultural pursuite. In the msan-
ufacture of cloths of all kinds and
colors, the anclent Peruvians ex-
celjed. The tomba and repositories
of the anclent dead, who rested un-
disturbed through the splendor and
weallby reign of the Incas, over s
periodjof eight centuries, in modern
days have beceme the objects of
uphallowed hands, and from the
long slumbering remains of Lhe
dead, cloth of fine aud beautiful
texture, whose colors remain un-
tainted, have been exumed. Some

ly raiments and fine apparel have
been exposed to view., The Book
of Mormon,page 267 and 404, speaks
ofjtheir manuiscture of fine twined
linen and amtléxfsbﬂcs, and cloth
of all kinds, pensive spparel,
with which they clotbhed and deco-
rated their persons, became a be-
selling sin with the anclent Peru-
vians (the Nephites), and was the
cause of much reproel from the
prophets that from time to time
were sent from the Almighty to
warn thkem of their pride and ex.

HBoms very interesting relics were
discovered in 1860 by Jamea 5. Wil-
son, Esq., on the coast of Ecuador,
coonsistingjof anclent or fossil pot-
tery vessels, images and other man-
ufuc'ured articjes, all of which are
finely and artistically wrought,
mavy of which are made of gold.
They were taken from a siratum of
anclent surface earth, which was
covered by a marine deposit some
six feet thick. (Bee Orton's ““Andes
and the Amazon.”
