The prospective, victim's
tastes are learned, ana she Is shadowed
to her home. The next day the 'decoy
meets her again, by 'accident,' of
course, and finally a visit to the theatre
is proposed. In nine cases out of ten
the unsuspecting girl accepts the offer.
Then her new found friend makes her
a few trivial presents and gains her
confidence.- - The victim is invited to
the 'decoy's house. She notices no-

thing , wron?, and spends . a pleasant
evening. She is asked to repeat the
visit, and when she does so, finds an
Impromptu party assembled. She is
prevailed upon to sip a little wine. The
beverage has been . drugged, and the
victim, complaining that she feels' ill,
la led to a bedroom, where she very
soon falls into a stupor.' In the morn-
ing she realises her position. If she
tlun has sufficient strength of mind to
Insist an leaving the den of infamy her
shame Is pictured to her, and the glit-
tering allurements of a nevr life are
painted in glowing terms. Is it any
