CAN LOCATE ORE BODIES,

G, W, Wilson Exhibits His Wonder-
ful Electric Machine.

George W. Wilson has just reached
the ¢lty from Los Angeles with an In-
vention which ls comparatively new in
mining circles in this city. Mr. Wilson
proposes to give some practical exhibls
tions of the same in the mineral belts
of Utah's mountain ranges, but for the
present he Is explaining the operation
of the machine to friendn In the city,
Mr. M, H. Walker is interested in the
invention the more so since Mr. Wilson
comes  well recommended He has
promised to look into the invention to-
morrow, An exhibition of the little
machine was made today before Judge
Fricke, which was quite Impressive,
'The machine Is worked by electricity
and the underlying principle is the con-
ductivity of certain metals for the elec-
tric current, Electricity, as 8 well
known, travels In circults along the
path of least resistance, and this fact
{s utilized in the new jnvention of Mr,
I'red H. Brown of Los Angeles. The
machine consistg of a battery which Is
connected with an electric apparatus
on which the resistance of any all ma-
terials {# marked off in ohms. Two bind-
ing pogts appear on the machine, to
which are connected insulated copper
wires, ach of these wires connect at
the other end with brass rods, which
are Inserted In the ground to say, 200
feet apart, The battery I8 then turned
on and a telephone recelver applied to
the ear. This receiver gives out a loud
nolge untll, with another instrument
the operator finds the exact resistance
offered by the ground in the return of
the current from one electrode or rod to
the other, The registance In ohms is
marked on the electrical machine, and
a8 soon as the exact resigtance s
touched by the Instrument in the opera-
tor's hand the nolse In the telephone
recelver ceases. The amount of resist-
ance 14 then noted. In barren earth the
resistance ig aaturally much more than
it 8 where any mineral appears. Thue
where there I8 a resistance of 800 ohms
marked on the machine it 18 edneluded

that there {8 no metallic values in tho
ground for a depth of at least 9 feet
The rods are then moved agaln and
when mineral lies beneath the surface
the resistance becomes very low, the
mare so the greater the quantity of
mineral,
