Ktnsas, gives details of the
horrible holocaust la the abaft of tbe
Pittsburg1 Cherokee Mining Company
last night, (.The company bad more
ordera than they could fllL and bad
been running an unusually large force
of miners. Yesterday morning 101
men were lowered into the mine. At
neon tbe shots were tired all right and
later the men descended for tne after
noon doty. At 8:30 they were ready to
fire shots sgaln. The first shot bad
been fired, bat before a man could be
hoisted a terrible rumbling noise was
heard above, and a black cloud of
dirt and slata dust shot Into the air
from the mouth of the shaft, tearing
away the tracks upon which the cage
was noistea ana miing tne - snart witn
debris.' The exp osion occurred on
the east aide.aad Is attributed to tbe in
experience of some of the new men. Be
fore the men outside could recovtt their
senses, ons of the miners appeared at
the air abaft nearly suffocated. He was
helped out followed by others, until
a large number escaped. How many,
is not known. There was plenty of
help, and those at the top devoted
their attention toward rescuing their
entombed C3mpanlons. The faa boose
was only slightly damages ana was
first repaired, canvas being tacked
over tbe boles. About 1 o'clock tbe
fan house was ready and fresh air was
pumped lata the min. driTlDr sac
the poisonous air and averting suffo-
cation. Attention was then turned to
raising the cribbing so that tbe cages
could be lowered. Men lowered into
tbe shaft by a rope and bncbet could
accomplish no'.hing. At 2 a.m. tbe
cage was ready to descend. Tne first
rescuing party was towerea into tne
shaft. Owing to the bad air i theycould not remain, long.' On .the; first
return of the cage it contained
a - number of uninjured but badly
demoralized men. The bottom of tbe
shaft was badly damaged, and it was
difficult to get at tbe dead. As found,
they were piled together at the bot-
tom,while the living and badly wound
ed were hoisted to tbe top. At 4 a. m.
five bad been rescued, aad at 1 p. m.
four more were brought out alive. At
this time they , struck .aa entry con-
taining twelve more dead, and at this
hour, 2 p.m., there are 23 dead and 9
wounded found, with 25 missing sup-
posed to be dead., a .laffte number of
tbe killed are French and Italian min-
ers. - A temporary- - hospital was pre-
pared In the blacksmith shop' near by,where tbe most heartrending scenes
were witnessed i as the mangled and
badly ' burned men-- were 'carried la.
David Tweed and W. Elwood died eoen
after being taken out. Tbe casualties

At one time the crush of women and
children was so great that it was
feared violence would be necessary in
order to clear the way for rescuers.

punishment. As tight wore on, the
work of re:overing the bodies contin-
ued until the floor of the engine house
was strewn with mangled men. Their
bodies were placed in rows upon tbe
ground where rala and snow beat up-
on them. Most of the victims were
shockingly mutilated, and some were
so disfigured as to be unrecognizable.
All' were- - covered with blood and
dust, and many were almost stripped
of their clothes. There was nothing

night. However, tie postponement by
the committee was too late to prevent
tbe arrival of a number of delegations
from Cntwfordsvlile. Clinton County.
snd several small delegations from
other places in Indiana and Illinois
Tbe demonstration tonight therefore
waa nurelv an lmnrornDta local affair.
General Harrison did not come dartfl
town the westher being to
inclement, ana eany urge crowos
began to congrerata on Pennsyl-
vania avenue and Washington Street.
It was tbe same motley looking crowd
that has filled tbe streets for tne past
tew days, blowing tbeir tin boms and
ringing neus. as evening approacnea
they were reinforced by several hun-
dred ont ef town republicans, notably
the delegation from Crawfordsville,
which was accompanied by five uni
formed drum corps. At 7 o'clock the
rain ceased, -- and tbe people began
mtherlng on Pennsylvania Avenue and
around the New Denlson, not knowing
that tbe bin demonstration bad been
postponed.

By 8 o'clock tbe Jam was terrific.
Tbe sidewalks were simply impassible,
and far into the muddy street tho
crowd surged back and forth, making
a hideous din with their thousands of
tin boms, dram corps, torpedoes, and
lastly their Incessant cheers. Within
the New Denlson the scene was a
repetition ot Thursday night. All
sorts of outlandish garbs were to be
seen, some wore Chinese aoiis on
tbeir breasts, others bad their plug
hats covered with red flinnel, while
not a few had paper log caetns stretch
ed over their hats, giving them a most
unique appearance. many were covered
with little fligsj while their head gear
rivaled s Sioux chief. Others again,
wore red cslleo nanU. or blight col
ored coats, anything to be odd. When
theCrawfordsrllle drum corps marched
Into the hotel at 8 o'clock, the excite-
ment and enthusiasm reached its zen
ith. Meu cheered themselves hoarse.
Horsemen were dressed in fantastic
garbs with their bats full of flags and
their coats chalked fall of figures. Fol-
lowing this cavalcade came a band,
then aoont 400 veterans, who were also
covered with flags-- and pictures. Sky
rockets, uoman canaies sna cannon
and torpedoes, In profusion greeted
tbe procession as It passed down
Pennsylvania Avenue into Market
Street. Following the veterans came
nearly a thousand nondescripts gorg
eously arrayea ia oia ping ow nu
brilliant-suit- s, no two men dressed
alike, and many of them shooting Ro-
man candles. Perhaps tbe beet dis-

play was that of the students of
the Indiana Dental College. They
carried a coffin. Within sat an upright
skeleton with a foot protruding, ine
bead of tbe skeleton was swathed Jn a
bandana, and tbe inscription on tbe
coflla wast "Free Trade Baby." The
students provoked storms of applause
as they marched through the great
crowds. Another device that caught
the crowd was a small coffin carried on
a pole, and inscribed, "Death to the
red banoanna," ana Dcnestu wure mo
words. "Good bye, Ob, Groyer, .good
bye." An express wagon naming a
mammotn granaiawer o nai uwr
three feet In diameter and painted red,
was loudly cheered. Some half a dozen
drum corps were consolidated, and be-

hind tbem came an . endless mob of
horn-blowe- rs whose object was to
make as mnch noise as possible. Many
carried strings of sleigh bells. Others
bad bells and aevu's arums u
boras and fiddles and their success

i . naanestionee. Tuey marcha
through tae city for two hours and at
midnight a goodly nam?er oi mem are
still on the street.

The continuous run of tne past loir
days has growa learf ally monotonous
to the down town residents, and regu-
lar boarders at hotels are leaving to
escape affliction. All this time General
Harrison sits quietly in bis library
reading tbe news ef the day and cbat ,
t'ng with occasional friends who call.
Among his callers today were Genera
Wallace, Congressman Henderson,
Patrick Berry .of Chicago; also Join
Davoy. President, aad Joseph K. Kyan.
First Vice-Preside- and Michael
Brells, Second vice-rresiae- at ox tne
Anti-Clevela- nd and Protective League
of New York. They came expressly to
congratulate the General, and were
cordially received.
