creditors, he had not the
courage to face the situation and
sought refuge in death by sending a
bullet crashing through his brain,
fired from a weapon held byhisown
band.

If some lives have not been
wrecked by being diverted from the
paths of innocence heretofore pur-
sued it will bo well, but such a con-

dition, the nature of the whole aBair
considered, is almost too much to

expect.
On reflection we are able to dis

cover a redcemlngfeature connected

with the carnival. It is now popu-

larly regarded as an absurdity and a
failure, the eflbrts of those who are
eudeavoring to portray to the con-

tra rynotwitiistandlng.Ourobjectious
come in advance, but we felt sure
the general senMj of the people
would assert Itself as the affair de-

veloped. In our view this settles

the matter of future exhibitions o'
that kind in Utah for the future, at
least for a considerable time to
come. He would lie a courageous
man in the line of absurdity who
would at thisjuncture advocate the
holding of another carnival in this
Territory. This is tho redeeming
feature of the recent farco performed
at Ogden during the last five days.
Consequently it is not an entire
loss, but comes very close to the
edge of it.

ACQUITTED OX A TECXICAMTT.

On the morning of July 2nd, at
Denver, two convicted murderers,
Jaxics J. Medley and James II.
Savage, were set at liberty on a
technicality. There is noprobabllity
that they will suffer the penality of
the law for their crimes.

According to the Denver Xetci
Medley was charged with murder-
ing his wife, and was tried and
found guilty of murder In the first
degree and sentenced to be hanged.
Savage, who is a colored man, was
accused of murdering auotber
colored man, nnd was also sentenced
to be hanged. Their counsel,
lVjbert W. Uonyngc, however,

their cases to the
United States Supremo Court,
and both their sentences were
reversed on account of a
flaw in the law. On this decision
they were released from custody,
but were again arrested immediately
after and committed to jail to await
trial, rteccntly Mr. Bonyngcmade
a motion for their discharge on the
ground that as they had once been
tried for their crimes they could not
be tried for them the second time.
Assistant Dttrict Attorney Ward,
who upjwsed this motion, argued
that so long as they were not placed
in jeopardy by their first trial, noth-iu-

could prevent them I "dug tried
again.

He claimed they had not been
placed in jeojiardy at their first trial
as they were tried for murder in the
first degree, whereas they should
have Iweu tried for murder in a

ueree. Coi:nsel fur the pris-

oners held that they had bum placed
In Jeopardy by their trial', and
Judge ItUiug evidently concurred
with him, fur he decided the motion
yesterday in favor of U10 prisoners.

In discharging them he also re-

ferred to Judge Allen's decision that
the original sentence vC these men
still held good. Hut whether it
does or not no attempt was made to
arrest them after they left the court
room. Both looked very sober
when they entered the room to hear
the judge's decision. Wheu they
found they were free their joy knew
no bounds. They restrained them-
selves, however, until they got out-

side the courtroom. Then with
tears running down their cheeks
they grasjied the lawyer's hand and
almost wrung it oil" his ami. He
accompanied tiiem to the street, and
after liaudlug each a sum of money
and a railroud ticket, told them to
get out of the State as soon as possi-

ble. They lost no lime in following
his advice.

The
squalling of a baby cau be taken by
the cylinder, and when its producer
has reached man's estate, he can
listen to his own infantile voice if
he has any curiosity that way.
Funny etoriesjby Ell Perkins, songs
by well known singers and short
passages from well know plays,
spoken by emlnentactors, are all on
storage in phonographic cylinders.
These lose nothing In clearness and
volume from the lapse of years, but,
of course, may be worn out from
use. It is believed that a record
taken carefully preserved
can be reproduced 1H0 years hence.
