I was standing near a
large beech tree, upon the side nearest
th mob:I thousrht that it would de
Just as safe for me on the other side of
the tree, so I went t?ere nnd had only
fairly got behind we tree when the
mob commenced to fire again, one of
the bullets striking the tree that I was
behind, and if I had not moved when I
did, I should Tbavp been shot. Another1
ball Btruck:at.oiir feet and another
whizzed unpleasantly close to one of
the young men that were with us.
After the mob had emptied their pistols
this time they went-- - away and- - left us
to pursue our Journey in peace.
Through the blessing of God we did'net receive any Injury.
