It has a garrison nnd Is tho head-
quarters of the Kuglisli Mediterranean
licet. It Is a favorite resort. Malta Is
not a good placo for persons wltli deli-
cate lung! or weak hearts. No evood
lato las seen anywhere except at the
governor's galdena, which are grand.
Thelind la iarcclled Into small fields
and orchards, divided by stono walls,
and la highly Cotton, wheat,
red clover, nulla, potatoes, egg
and blood orauges, rigs und numerous
fthor frulls. Cactus are grown In
abundance. Among tbo uandamu
building! In Valletta la tbo governor'a
jialace-- , formerly the palace of the
grand master. It has flvacorrldors
and tapestry, a largo armoury of tho
Knights and I'tiioulclans, and other
antiquities. It Is always oiain to
visitors. The Church of tjt. John,
built In 1570, contains monument! of
the Knights lu the Ihlrto-- nlilo
cnapels, aud ve ry rich taiestry, with a
mosalo pavement of 490 monumental
slabs of colored luarble, agate,
etc. All the churchee lu Valletta aro
macniricent. The HI. I'aul'sCollcglato
Church Is an Imposing structure. Tho
lloschotta and Antonio gardens, be-

longing to the governor, are beautiful,
having tropical lints and Dowers of
all descriptions. There are hundreds
of otherlhlngsof which I could write
